A Loving Reminder:
Please notify the church office if you are hospitalized.

Years ago, if a church member was admitted to the hospital, the hospital
staff would usually immediately notify the church. In fact, admitted pa-
tients even had their names printed in the next day’s newspaper!

My how things have changed! Now, hospitals are restricted by law from
giving out patient information. The Hospital Admissions Department is no
longer allowed to automatically notify the church when a member is admit-
ted. Thus, because of these privacy laws, PLEASE let the church office
know when you are hospitalized. Otherwise, your pastors will not know
that you are there.

One additional note: The new Sanford Children’s Hospital requires all
admitted patients to submit a list of “authorized visitors.” If a loved one is
ever admitted to the Children’s Hospital, and you would like a pastor to
visit, the pastor’s name must appear on the authorized visitor list (or else
the pastor will be turned away).
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AN OPPORTUNITY FOR CONVERSATION

As many of you may have heard, there are some events and votes
coming up on the very near horizon for our denomination, the Evangelical
Lutheran Church in America (ELCA). The “biggest” things will be hap-
pening in August at the Churchwide Assembly. First off, the national as-
sembly will vote on approving a social statement on the broad topic of hu-
man sexuality. A social statement is not a policy statement; it’s a document
that explores a particular social issue and invites individuals and congrega-
tions to use it as a tool to talk about the issue among themselves. There is
also a separate vote on recommendations concerning the specific issue of
whether or not individuals in same-gender committed relationships can be
ordained. The current policy is that homosexual persons who are already
ordained or who are seeking ordination must remain celibate. Finally, in
our own Southwestern Minnesota Synod assembly in June (there are 66
synods in the ELCA) there are votes on resolutions that act as sort of
“letters to the editor” addressing the issues in front of the Churchwide as-
sembly.

These are very controversial topics. These are topics that trigger
very strong emotional responses. These are potentially divisive topics.
And yet God desires unity for His children, and we confess in the Creeds
our belief in the One Church. How can we work to stay together in the
midst of issues and forces that try to tear us apart? One way is to talk to
each other about what we believe – both the things we hold in common and
the things we disagree about. Another way is to be informed about all the
different pieces that make up these complicated matters so as not to form
opinions without understanding as best we can what is going on. Your
pastors would like to invite you to an opportunity to do both of those
things: talk with one another about these charged topics in a safe place and
learn about the issues at hand in an impartial setting.

We will spend the month of June offering opportunities for these
discussions. We will offer two or three sessions going over the social state-
ment on human sexuality. Even if you’re not as interested in this summer’s
votes, if you’ve ever dreaded that moment of having “The Talk” with your
kids, been upset by the amount of “sex sells” in our world, or worried about
the strength and stability of families in our society, this social statement
addresses some of those concerns, as well.

We will spend one or two sessions talking about the recommenda-
tion being presented at Churchwide assembly about ordination of individu-
als involved in committed same-sex relationships. And, if there is a desire
for it, we will take time for one session that is simply open-ended for any
questions or topics.

Finally, if these other options don’t meet
your needs, please meet with one of us pastors by appointment.

Once again, we invite you to be a part of this important – although
tough – conversation, and to remember that which we hold in common even
in the midst of things that pull us apart. Please pray for our denomination and
our congregation in this time as we still must go about the ministry and mis-
sion God has given us. We close with these words from Romans 8: “For I am
convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things pre-
sent, nor things to come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else
in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus
our Lord.”

BECAUSE OF YOU

The Maintenance Committee has been able to initiate a project that has been
long overdue.

Loren Goettsch has volunteered to
redo the entry doors as they were in need of repair. Installation of new lighting
and lavatory fixtures is planned to be done by contracting local plumbers and
electricians. The completion date of the project will be sometime in the near
future, but take some time to stop by to check out the progress of the renova-
tions when you have a chance. This is your Maintenance Committee using
your generosity to be good stewards for our church.
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THE ENDOWMENT FUND....…
BENEFITING YOUTH, LOCAL AND FOREIGN

MISSIONS, AND PROVIDING SUPPORT
FOR ALC CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS!

The ALC Perpetual Fund is commonly called The Endowment Fund. It has ex-
isted since the early 1990s but after those many years, the Fund balance is only
about $17,000.00. The Endowment Committee will be working hard this year to
increase the total assets of the Fund. The goal has been set to have $30,000.00 by
the end of 2009.

Why is it important to have a larger Fund balance? Since the principal of the
Fund is permanent, the larger the Fund balance, the greater the amount of earn-
ings each year which may be granted out. Last fall, grants were issued in 4 cate-
gories: Local Mission; Foreign Mission; Youth; and Capital Improvements. The
Committee intends to issue grants again this fall in those same categories. If any
of you have suggestions for grants in those categories, please contact a member of
the Endowment Committee – the members are listed below.

The Committee will be working on several ideas and projects to increase aware-
ness of the Endowment Fund within the congregation as well as to increase the
assets of the Fund itself. On May 10th, we kicked-off a monthly fund-raiser that
we decided to call the “Quiet Offering”. Unlike the monthly “Noisy Offering”,
the Quiet Offering is a temporary fund-raiser. The Council gave our Committee
permission to collect an extra offering to be taken on the SECOND Sunday of
each month through the end of 2009. With no advance notice, a total of $337.60
was raised at the 2 services on May 10th. The next Quiet Offering will take place
on June 14th. While coins are certainly welcome, if we are to meet out
$13,000.00 goal in the next 7 months we will need donations to the Quiet Offer-
ing to be in paper form – checks and paper money.

The introduction to the Endowment Chapter of our American Lutheran Church
Congregation Constitution comes from I Peter Chapter 1:10-11 and reads as fol-
lows:

“As each has received a gift, employ it for another, as good stewards of
God’s varied grace whoever renders it by the strength which God sup-
plies, in order that in everything God may be glorified.”

Please give generously to spread the Word, to do good works, and to support the
next generation of Lutherans.
