A Loving Reminder:
Please notify the church office if you are hospitalized.

Years ago, if a church member was admitted to the hospital, the hospital
staff would usually immediately notify the church. In fact, admitted pa-
tients even had their names printed in the next day’s newspaper!

My how things have changed! Now, hospitals are restricted by law from
giving out patient information. The Hospital Admissions De-
partment is no longer allowed to automatically notify the
church when a member is admitted. Thus, because of these
privacy laws, PLEASE let the church office know when you are
hospitalized. Otherwise, your pastors will not know that you
are there.

One additional note: The new Sanford Children’s Hospital requires all
admitted patients to submit a list of “authorized visitors.” If a loved one is
ever admitted to the Children’s Hospital, and you would like a pastor to
visit, the pastor’s name must appear on the authorized visitor list (or else
the pastor will be turned away).

The Garden Club of American Lutheran Church is a good example of steward-
ship in action, a real hands-on committee. This group began in 2005 and is an
ambitious and enthusiastic team of 18 people (often involving spouses) who
love gardening and who volunteer to maintain the gardens around American
Lutheran. These dedicated individuals work at projects they enjoy the most.
These projects might include fertilizing, seeding, spraying for weeds, planting,
raking, trimming, pruning, watering, etc. Once the planting is finished, they
divide into four groups—each with a group leader—and follow a rotating
schedule which begins in May and ends in September. Each group maintains
the gardens one week a month. Cleaning and raking is done both in the spring
and in the fall. Members often communicate by e-mail. The plants are gener-
ously donated by the members of the Garden Club, the Women of the Church,
and/or the Maintenance Committee. Next time you walk into or drive
by American Lutheran, take note of the gardens.

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Faithful in ALL Things

Jesus said, “Whoever can be trusted with very little can be trusted with much,
and whoever is dishonest with very little will also be dishonest with
much” (Luke 16:10). Jesus is saying that a faithful person will handle God’s
gifts faithfully regardless of whether they have few or many gifts entrusted to
them. What we do with what we have shows our faithfulness.

A faithful person will do the small things well. One day a young man went to
a bank to apply for a job. After his interview, he was leaving the bank and
happened to notice some small trash on the floor. He picked it up and put it in
the waste basket. Seconds later, he helped an elderly lady with the door. Un-
known to the young man, the man who had interviewed him for the job was
observing him. The young man was promptly summoned back and given the
job. The employer’s comment: “Anyone who pays attention to the small
things as you just did needs to work here.”

Unfortunately, we Christians may incorrectly think that small things aren’t
important to God. We may have the attitude that God won’t be concerned with
the small amount of money or other gifts that we have been given. In the Bi-
ble, God spoke mightily through the little that people had. God used the
widow and her two mites to teach us a lesson about sacrificial giving. He used
the small amount of flour and oil that the Widow of Zarephath had to demon-
strate obedience. Jesus used the loaves and fish of a young boy to reveal how
God can magnify a small gift. God commended their faith with small things,
and He didn’t overlook what faithful people did with small things.

Through God’s Word, we understand that
small things do count. Because we understand
our need to be faithful with all things, we
should ask ourselves how we are handling the
seemingly small things in our lives. Are we
handling small things well in our homes, jobs,
and churches? Can non-Christians see a dif-
ference in us? With God’s help, we can be
faithful with ALL that we’ve been given.
Through our faithfulness, God will be glori-
fied.

Thank you for the kind words of encour-
agement, prayers, and financial support
for my mission trip to Tanzania. I would
like to share some of the things we did
for the people of Tanzania. You are a
big part of that ‘we’. The prayers held
me up and gave me courage and strength
on the trip. Thank You. The kind words
of encouragement helped me feel this
was a God led mission and that I had a
true purpose for going. Thank you. The
financial support accomplished many
things. Our congregation along with
individuals and Bethel Lutheran from
Rochester helped repair and paint the
dispensary and clinic at Issuna. We pur-
chased several medical supplies, gave
out mosquito nets, supplied a water puri-
fying system, bought food, and turned on
the electricity in their dispensary. Goats
were also purchased for the village of
Issuna where four of us spent the week.
The rest of the group went to Iambi and
did similar activities to help the people in
that area. There is much need in Tanza-
nia. We traveled over 200 miles and saw
that people need food, shelter, clothing
and medical attention. The teachers
make about $10 a month and have 45
students each with no helpers. The chil-
dren were wearing threadbare shirts to
school and walked up to 5 miles to and
from school each day. They were very
thankful for all that you gave to them and
say thank you with deep sincerity. I con-
sider it a great privilege to be the one to
deliver your gifts. Thank you.
