FOOD FOR YOUR MIND, FOOD FOR YOUR SOUL

This fall American Lutheran will be hosting a variety of op-
portunities for conversation, learning about Scripture, and
deepening of your faith.

Starting in September is BLAST: Bible-Land Adult Study
Time. Once per lesson rotation (every three weeks) we are inviting Bible-
Land parents and anyone else who’d like to come to hear about the same
lesson the kids are talking about. You’ll hear about the lesson on an adult
level, understand how your kids are hearing the same lesson, and get some
tips about how to talk about the Bible story together.

Starting in October we will offer three other opportunities: first, a series of
Bible studies from the Book of Faith series on everything from how the Bible
was put together in the first place to regular ol’ Bible studies.

We were able to try Alligator, crawfish,
jambalaya and Po-Boys Sandwiches. We were able to listen to Jazz music and
see some street performers while shopping and heard more music during our
Mass Gathering time.

Because of you we were able to hear Jesus, through speakers who
talked about how they have given back to their community and the world. We
were inspired to think about how we can go back to our own community and
work for justice and peace. We were able to see different simulation events and
booths in the interaction center to learn more about helping people in need. We
saw how Habitat for Humanity builds homes and what the conditions are like
that some people live in before receiving a habitat home. We were able to ex-
perience what it is like to be in a wheel chair and go up and down a ramp and
into small doorways.

Because of you, we were able to experience Jesus with other youth
from Fulda, Adrian and Wheaton on the charter bus from here to New Orleans.
We drove straight through, so our bus ride was 25 hours one way, with stops
for gas, food and to stretch our legs. Watching movies on the bus was a great
advantage to help pass the time for all of us. We were able to meet youth and
adults from other states and even some from Puerto Rico and Mexico.

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FIRE UPDATE FROM SUE ELLEN BONE; AUGUST 15, 2009

Recap: Four months ago my life drastically changed! I lost my home in an
apartment fire the afternoon of April 15, 2009. It started quickly and was over
just as fast! I left with the clothes on my back and barefoot. In a matter of
about 50 minutes, I had gone from being a resident of Country Terrace Apart-
ments to literally being homeless.

I’m fortunate to be living in Worthington where Prairie Elementary staff, the
fire department, police department, Red Cross, and neighbors all worked to-
gether to respond to the fire call and make sure everyone got out safely. No one
was injured and of the 24 units in the building, two were a total loss. Mine hap-
pened to be one of them.

In the aftermath of the tragedy of losing just about everything, I have been
showered by the kindnesses of so many people at American Lutheran Church
and in the community. God blessed me with a temporary home, gifts of money,
clothes, furniture, and countless offers to help.

New home: How thrilling it is to report that I have a home again! July 14th I
picked up my key and got my first tour! How wonderful it was to see!! By July
16th , my restored furniture and kitchen items were returned and my new furni-
ture was delivered. It was terrific to finally be able to sleep in my own bed! I
officially moved home July 30th. After three and a half months, I finally had
the chance to sort through my belongings to figure out what things survived
and what I need to replace.

Current needs: Due to the overwhelming generosity of SO MANY people
asking what they could do to help, I decided to simplify things by registering
my preferences for items I need to replace at Shopko (Special Event: Septem-
ber 13, 2009) and Ace Hardware, Worthington. (Look for the red “Fire Recov-
ery” 3-ring binder located next to bridal registry book). Clothing needs have
been met for summer and fall. I do expect to replace winter clothing items like
hats, mittens, boots, etc. as the weather turns colder. (I was given a few winter
coats that will keep me warm!)

Basic apartment needs are kitchen and bathroom towels and linens, small
appliances (toaster, blender, mixer, iron, etc.), wastebaskets, photo frames,
storage shelves, and bedroom mirror. I am also in the process of restocking my
spices, staples (flour, sugar, etc.) and food pantry items.
