ENDOWMENT FUND ANNOUNCEMENTS

Sunday, November 22nd, has been designated as Endowment Fund Sunday.
In your offering envelopes, you will find an envelope dated November 26th

labeled “Endowment Fund”. We ask that you prayerfully consider a special
gift to the Endowment Fund.

Earlier this year, the Endowment Committee established a goal of raising
money so that the total Endowment Fund would reach hit $30,000.00. Last
October, the Endowment Fund’s assets were at $16,000.00. Since that time,
we have raised a significant amount of money and the value of our invest-
ment in the ELCA Pooled Trust Account has increased so that as of October
19, 2009, the assets of the Endowment Fund total just over $26,000.00.
Therefore, we need to raise an additional $4,000.00 in the next 2 months in
order to reach the goal by the end of the year!

The Endowment Committee has committed to distributing 4.5% of the
Fund’s total assets each year. That formula is based upon recommendations
from the people who operate the ELCA Foundation and who work with en-
dowed funds.

Again this year, the Endowment Committee will distribute funds in one or
more of 4 general categories: Local Mission; Foreign Mission; Capital Im-
provements; and Youth. This list is NOT prioritized in any way. In 2009,
monies will be given in November in ALL FOUR categories. The organiza-
tions, projects, and/or committees chosen to receive grants in 2009 will be
announced at both services on Endowment Sunday, November 22nd. Please
remember to use your Endowment Fund envelope and give generously. Re-
member, the more the Endowment Fund has, the more than can be given
back!
