PROVIDING FOR OUR MEMBERS NEEDS

Most of us probably grew up in asmall congregation, where the pastor often
had lots of free time available to stop by and visit over a cup of coffee. Your
pastors at American Lutheran today would love to be able to do lots of “just
stopping by for coffee” visits—but with 1,600 members and only two pastor
positions, in reality the pastors don’t get enough time to do such visits very
often.

Unfortunately, our large membership size has a so, at times, prevented us
from being as dutiful as we'd truly like to be when it comes to delivering
Holy Communion. When events such as funerals and member illnesses oc-
cur unexpectedly, some of our homebound people have had to wait over a
month to receive the Lord’ s Supper.

Fortunately, the Holy Spirit has drawn a number of individuals in our con-
gregation who have expressed a desire to help us bring Communion to those
who are home-bound. Glad Henning, Lola Lindquist, Kieth Olson, Dee
Hale, Anne LeBrun, and Barb Williams have volunteered to help make cer-
tain that al of our homebound members receive the Sacrament monthly.

The practice of sending out Communion has been a part of Christianity for
nearly 2,000 years. It isacceptable and “within the rules’ for laypeopleto
bring Communion that has already been blessed by apastor. And it should
be awinwin for al involved: our homebound folks will continue to have
regular visits with the pastors PLUS the visits of the Communion volunteers.
In addition, the Communion volunteers will be using their God-given giftsin
service of our Lord Jesus.

Release time for elementary students has 60 attendees, up
from last year. We ordered 67 of new Bibles through Augsburg for youth by
members of congregation for gifts. VBS material is being reviewed.

Staff: Comments re: new bulletin format have been very positive, Toby Wal-
dowski is coming Jan 30" for worship ministry. Christmas services are ready
and scheduled for 4 and 6 pm with candlelight service at 11 p.m. Serving at
The Banquet in Sioux Falls scheduled for Dec 30" Orientation is planned for
new members. New wave of bible studies starting this spring. Staff is review-
ing the time and talent sheets looking at volunteers for in-home communion
visit ministry —considering adding a section to worship service of “sending
forth” those people for this ministry.

Treasurer’s Report:

Report approved subject to audit on motion by Rickbeil / Obermoller. We
regained some ground in November. $39,951.46 received, $32,210.24 ex-
pended, with balance of $12,760.83. Disbursements for benevolence went out
in November with final disbursements planned for December.

that letter to be drafted and sent to the congregation.

Bishop Jon Anderson will be at ALC sometime in January to meet with
staff and members regarding EL CA Sexuality issues.

Approved using specified funds for sound system in Wills, Gifts, and Me-
morials account to pay for the purchase and installation of the new speak-
ers and associated hardware on motion by Obermoller / Johansen
Approved personnel wages and benefits package for 2010 on motion by
Obermoller / Remme.

Approved congregational budget for 2010 on motion by Williams / Gadda.
A special thank you from council is extended to those members of the
budget committee as well as Mike Christensen for their efforts on present-
ing a 2010 budget showing a reduction from 2009.

A large inventory of folding chairs and student desks that are being sel-
dom (if ever) used. Gary Brandt was asked by council to assist Kieth in
recommending possible solutions to this matter.

Council heard comments regarding the letter that went out to the congre-
gation on the issue of homosexua clergy. Primary concern being that,
since no committee as such has been authorized and no membership has
been appointed by council to any committee as such, any actions by these
individuals implied as functioning on behalf of the church council or con-
gregation would be aviolation of our constitution and bylaws. From the
content of the letter, it isnot clear that the actions of this group of indi-
viduals are solely on their own behalf and not on behalf of the council or
congregation.

Referred arequest to add voice mail options for staff and possible dedi-
cated fax line to current phone system to the Technology Committee on
motion by Brandt / Obermoller.

Council proposed a committee to address the affect of the ELCA decisions
on our congregation and suggested Pastors Mike Zaske, Liz and Ryan
Radtke, Doug Obermoller, Scott Langerud, and Karen Pfeifer to serve on
this committee.
