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International Christian Literature Distributors, Inc. will again be attending the
SWMN Women’s Synod Convention on June 11-12, 2010. They will have a
van available to collect unused books and Bibles.

The focus of ICLD is to provide Bibles, Christian books, devotional and other
Gospel literature, primarily to Third World countries. People around the world
are hungry for Christian literature, but in many nations it is either not available
or too costly for people to purchase. ICLD meets this need by shipping over
1,800 pounds of material per week to over 50 countries. Missionaries report
how vital the literature is in reaching people who otherwise might never be
open to hearing the Gospel.

Here is a list of what is needed: Bibles-all versions (they will repair and rebind
if necessary), Testaments or portions of the Bible; Tracts-Gospel Messages,
Salvation Messages, Devotionals-Daily Bread, Portals of Prayer, Upper Room,
Family Altar, etc.; Study books-Commentaries, Concordances, Bible Diction-
aries; Magazines-Decision and others with clear evangelistic message and no
advertising; Books-Bible studies, Bible stories, Sermon outlines, Spiritual
Growth; Cassettes-Sermons, Bible Studies, Scripture Reading; Sunday School-
unmarked materials only, flannel graphs, Biblical pictures used for teaching;
Financial Aid - Postage to ship materials.

ICLD requests your prayers. Together we can shoulder responsibility and
carry God’s Word to those in need. “So shall my word be that goeth forth out
of my mouth; it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that
which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing where to I sent it.” Isaiah
55:11.

house had so many sticks laying on the ground it
looked like a tornado had passed through. We didn’t dare just leave them lying
there, so one day I grabbed several industrial strength garbage bags and went to
work on the pick-up task. (By the way, what a joy—and I do mean joy!—it
was to be able to bend with my surgically-repaired back and not have any pain!
Praise God for that!)

I had been at work for a while, when I needed to quick run into the house.
When I returned outside, I got quite a shock—right where I had been standing
laid a large branch that had fallen within that minute or two when I was gone!
The branch probably wasn’t big enough to have killed me, but it would have
done some serious damage!

I finished the job, though admittedly I was nervous after that incident. Who
would have thought picking up sticks could be such a dangerous endeavor? I
thought of the prayer we used during Lent this year—a prayer commonly
known as Martin Luther’s Evening Prayer which says, “I thank you, my heav-
enly Father, through Jesus Christ, your dear Son, that you have graciously
kept me this day; and I pray that you would forgive me all my sins where I
have done wrong, and graciously keep me this night. For into your hands I
commend myself, my body and soul, and all things. Let your holy angel be
with me, that the evil foe may have no power over me. Amen.”

Maybe I was merely lucky that day. Maybe. Maybe I was destined to be
somewhere else when that branch fell. Maybe. As a follower of God, I choose
a different explanation: I believe God graciously kept me that day, as He has
now for 45+ years. May we all commend into God’s hands our selves, bodies,
souls, and all things.

PARENTING FROM A PEW (Faith Formation for Young Children)

At bath time, give thanks together for God’s amazing creation of the child in
your care. As you wash each foot, arm, leg, elbow, and knee, name that body
part and pray a prayer of thanks together for what that part does. “Thank you
for arms to hug people. Thank you for legs for moving from here to there.
Thank you for feet that make a big splash. Thank you for elbows to bend arms,
knees to bend legs, and mouths that turn into big smiles. Thank you making
(child’s name) so wonderful. Amen”
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Two of the most highly watched sporting events on television are not
when teams or athletes are competing against each other; rather they
involve the drafting of players for the National Football League (NFL)
and National Basketball Association (NBA) teams. For many hours,
fans of professional sports will watch intently to see whom their favor-
ite teams will draft.

Most of us won’t be drafted by professional football or basketball
teams, but, as Christians, we receive a greater calling. We, in essence,
are God’s draft choices. “You did not choose Me, but I chose you and
appointed you to go and bear fruit” (John 15:16). God has made us a
part of His team. We are not chosen by God because we are successful
in our careers, great athletes, or wealthy. God chooses ordinary people
to do extra-ordinary things. “But God chose the foolish things of the
world to shame the wise; God chose the weak things of the world to
shame the strong. He chose the lowly things of this world and the de-
spised things—and the things that are not– to nullify the things that
are” (1 Corinthians 1:27-28).

Through faith, we understand that we are among the foolish and weak
through whom God carries on his life-saving work. “But we have this
treasure in jars of clay to show that this all-surpassing power is from
God and not from us” (2 Corinthians 4:7). God entrusts us– clay jars—
with this treasure– the Gospel. Even though we are frail and unworthy
of our tasks, God has chosen us to carry His message of love to the
world. As humble people of faith, we are empowered by the indwelling
of the Holy Spirit. He transforms and molds us. “Therefore, if anyone
is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has
come!” (2 Corinthians 5:17). It is God who does the drafting and the
changing.

Dear congregation members. April 19, 2010

I apologize for the tardiness but with getting ready for Holy Week and Easter and
the birth of a new grandson, the deadline for the messenger was simply missed and
you’re getting this much later than I would have liked it to be.

First, a large thank you to the members of the Taskforce and Church Council for
their efforts in researching, presenting, drafting of documents, planning, and helping
where needed up to and including the special meeting of the congregation called to
order March 21, 2010. Secondly, a large thank you to those members who attended
that meeting. You all were courteous of each other, sincere in your words, and the
expressions of your positions were thoughtful and meaningful. A personal thank
you to Linden Olson for serving as parliamentarian and helping me get through the
meeting without too many mistakes. A more detailed report of that meeting is in
this edition of the messenger so I will briefly highlight what happened.

Wording for letters with a position of approval, neutrality, or dissatisfaction in re-
gard to ELCA 2009 Churchwide Assembly actions will be available to all members
of American Lutheran Church by the best methods determined by church council by
a vote of 89 yes and 10 no.

The Declaration of Intent of American Lutheran Church (resolution by a special
congregational meeting) as presented and approved on March 21, 2010 will be sent
to the SWMN Synod for insertion in our congregational file by a vote of 85 yes and
15 no.

The congregation supports Resolution 10.0River Conference to the 2010 SWMN
Synod Assembly by a vote of 79 yes and 15 no.1 as submitted by the Crow

I presented a message to the congregation at the conclusion of the special meeting
on behalf of the church council and the personnel committee. That message can also
be found in this edition of the messenger and I trust you will read it.

Your congregation leadership has taken or will be taking the following actions re-
garding the discussion and decisions made at that special meeting.

The church council determined at its April 15 meeting that the wording for the let-
ters will be made available to congregation members using the methods outlined
below. It is hoped that this all will be in place beginning May 2, 2010. It will be up

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to individual members to select the method they wish to use. Addresses for Bishop
Jon Anderson (SWMN Synod) and/or Presiding Bishop Mark Hansen (ELCA) will
be provided.

1. Wording for letters with a position of approval, neutrality, or dissatisfac-
tion will be posted on our ALC website for downloading of any particular
letter by members. The link will be emailed to all members on the current
ALC email address list. The link will stay active until such time it is deter-
mined to be no longer necessary.

2. Sample letters, worded for the three positions will be available for pick up
at the church office by members.

3. Sample letters, worded for the three positions will be available at the back
of the church for pick up after morning worship services and continuing for
six consecutive Sundays.

The SWMN Synod Office was informed of the passage of the Declaration of Intent
by American Lutheran Church via an email message to Bishop Jon Anderson and
Synod Pastor Jeff Engholm and we received a response acknowledging that on
March 22, 2010. The formal Declaration was emailed to the SWMN Synod with
instructions to print and insert it in the file of American Lutheran Church.

During the debate of Resolution 10.01, at the SWMN Synod Assembly held April
17-18, Pastor Mike Zaske stated that at a special meeting of the congregation on
March 21, 2010, American Lutheran Church voted to support this Resolution 10.01
by a vote of 79 yes and 15 no. The vote on Resolution 10.01 was taken at the
SWMN Synod Assembly Saturday April 17, 2010 and the resolution failed to pass
on a vote of 278 yes and 295 no.

The church council approved a form for those members desiring to redirect their
individual 10% of box 1 offering (that the congregation approved in our 2010
budget as Mission Support to the SWMN Synod) from the synod to our Box 3 Local
Benevolences. A separate section of that same form will be for those members who
desire to increase their individual percentage in Box 1 offering to make up for any
shortage in Mission Support to the SWMN Synod. This form will greatly help the
church office and treasurer ensure that your wishes are carried out. This form is
now available to members at the church office.

In closing, let me use a portion of Paul’s letter to Phillipi (Phillipians 1:27) where he
urges them “only conduct yourselves in a manner worthy of the gospel of Christ so
that whether I come and see you or remain absent, I will hear of you that you are
standing firm in one spirit, with one mind, striving together for the faith of the gos-
pel.” This is our priority amongst the distractions of the world, to be united in pur-
pose, striving together to proclaim the faith of the gospel.

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STATEMENT TO THE CONGREGATION

Members of American Lutheran Church. The actions of the 2009 ELCA
Churchwide Assembly continue to be a very emotional issue not only to our
membership, but throughout various congregations of the ELCA. In some con-
gregations it has become an extremely divisive issue with some voting to leave
the ELCA or/and to affiliate with another group.

The 2009 Churchwide Assembly recognized that there are differences of opin-
ion and urged all ELCA members to remain united in Christ and to respect the
differing opinion of other members. That’s very easy to say but very difficult
to practice when emotions on the topic are intense and views diverse. The 2009
Assembly actions have been a prevalent topic of conversation and discussion
between our pastoral staff, congregation council, and congregation member-
ship since August of 2009. This has been a time consuming and emotionally
draining period for many, if not all involved.

The responses available to the congregation were researched extensively and
presented by the ALC Taskforce on Sexuality to the congregation March 14,
2010. On March 21, 2010, a special meeting of this congregation made a deci-
sion on what its response will be to the 2009 Assembly actions. Some mem-
bers may feel that the congregation did not go far enough. Some members may
feel that the congregation went too far. Some members may question what the
fuss was all about.

Whatever your individual opinion is, now that the congregation has decided on
its response, I am asking, on behalf of the congregation council and the person-
nel committee, for a return to focus on the mission of ALC. Let us reconcile
with each other as God has reconciled with us. Let us support and encourage
our pastoral staff to fulfill the duties that we, as a congregation, called them to
do. Let us not be tempted to encourage them to do otherwise out of our own
personal convictions. (There is a good list of those duties in section *C9.03 of
our constitution.)

Finally, some very important issues suffered in some degree from a lack of
attention while we focused our attention on the 2009 Assembly actions and
struggled with how to respond. The time and effort spent was important to
reach a resolution, but now it’s time to move on. We should not forget, but we
cannot remain fixated on that one issue if we are to carry on the calling of
ALC. Let us now take up the task of completing what was left undone and
picking up what was set aside in order for us to continue our mission as a com-
munity of believers in Christ.

2 Corinthians 5: 18-19, 18All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself
through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: 19that God was rec-
onciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting men's sins against them.
And he has committed to us the message of reconciliation.
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We are still collecting them…
We are still collecting containers for The Banquet
in Sioux Falls. We ask that you please place any
containers, and their matching lids, in the marked
box in the back of the Narthex. Thank you very
much for supporting this ministry!
