 It is a beautiful Saturday morning, October 25, as I sit and write this.  By the time you read this, the 

stock market will have either gotten better, or worse.  By the time you read this we will have elected a new 

president and Iôd really like to offer you a theological reflection on all or any of that here.  But I canôt, you 

see, because it hasnôt happened yet.  So one thing you can bet on is that whatever I have to say here wonôt be 

very timely or relevant to current events. 

 Right now Iôd like to remind you that there will be only one service on All Saintsô Day, November 2, 

at 10 AM, followed by a pot luck picnic.  But if I wanted to remind you of that in the Good News, I would 

have had to write that reminder on September 25.  The problem there is that the idea wasnôt raised until our 

Revision Meeting on October 4, and wasnôt approved by the vestry until October 19.  I really donôt want to 

publish the Vestry Minutes until they have been corrected.  So the minutes of the September meeting were 

corrected at the October meeting and could therefore appear in the November Good News, forty-five days 

after the fact. 

 In my twelve years of professional ministry, I have always struggled with the parish newsletter.  In 

my experience these newsletters have proven to be cumbersome, expensive, wasteful of time, money and 

energy, often typographically challenged, and perpetually late. Every--let me restate thatðevery single 

newsletter editor Iôve ever had has burned out in the job, because it is a thankless job.  Contributors 

(including the rector) are always late on deadline, the work of putting it together and getting it to the mail box 

is a Herculean task, and there are, in any congregation, certain members who make it their business to 

discover other peopleôs misteaks (sic) and point them out.  It is hard on the body, it is hard on the soul. 

 When I was called to be your rector, the first order of business was to improve communication.  In 

some ways we have made good progress.  The Revision groups were essentially about communication.  Our 

annual budget hearings take the mystery out of that process.  Our weekly Good News is beginning to contain 

more timely information.  The only problem with all that is that you have to go to church or go to the 

meetings to share the information.  If you want information from your home, The Good News remains our 

primary medium. 

  For those of you who do not have a computer, we will get you one.  For those of you who do 

not know how to use a computer, we will teach you.  For those of you who really donôt want to do any of 

this, a group of lay people who love you and care for you will mail the pages from the web site, once a 

month, directly to your home by first class mail.  If you would like to help out and be a part of this group, 

contact Susan Miller at (951) 784-1477. 

 And for those of you who have an unbridled affection for the printed word as it appears in the Good 

News, we will keep it going as long as there are folks interested in writing, editing, printing, folding, 

labeling, and mailing it.  If you can help in any of these areas, contact Meg Hoffman, our new editor.  Help

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HEALTH AND SAFETY FAIR ON NOVEMBER 9 TH!

On July 29 of this year, Southern California was hit by an earthquake that 

measured 5.4 on the Richter scale. Do you remember what you did when you 

first felt the earthquake? Did your family or loved ones have an emergency plan? Now imagine if the earthquake was 

similar to the 1994 Northridge earthquake, which measured a 6.7 on the Richter scale. Would you be prepared? 

Southern California is known as "Earthquake Country"; yet itôs surprising that many don't even have a plan for such 

disasters. 

Fortunately, All Saintsô Episcopal Church is aware of the importance of emergency preparedness and disaster plan-

ning. Work is in progress on a comprehensive disaster/emergency/pandemic preparedness plan for our church and 

school.  In addition, our Parish Nurses and Azusa Pacific University nursing students have partnered together to or-

ganize a Health and Safety Fair scheduled for Sunday, November 9, 2008 from 8 AM to 1PM in the Parish 

Hall and outside (weather permitting). 

The focus of this fair is to provide information about how you and your family can prepare for a disaster. We will 

also have booth displaying what items are needed when assembling an emergency kit, along with related prepared-

ness information. This fair will also provide health and vital information on other health and safety topics, such as 

breast and testicular cancer, influenza, hypertension, and mental health. Additionally, there will be booths providing 

information on Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS), the Telephone Access Program (TAP), and a Child Safety 

Program. 

We hope to see many of you coming out to get information at these booths. As an added bonus, we are providing 

ñpassportsò to all that attend, which will allow you to get stamps at each booth. Those who visit all the booths will be 

eligible to win fabulous prizes, such as a home emergency kit, blankets, flashlights and more. So, come on out and 

join us--who knows, it may be YOU who leaves with a fabulous door prize!

Your Parish 

Nurses at All Saints' will be presenting a program this month which is designed to encourage people to talk about 

these issues before they occur.

"Five Wishes" is a document that helps individuals express how they wish to be treated if they are seriously ill and 

unable to speak for themselves.  It is unique among all other living wills and health care agent forms in that it looks 

at all of the person's needs: medical, personal, emotional and spiritual.   The "Five Wishes" document speaks to 

people in their own language, not "doctor speak" or  "lawyer talk."  It is designed to move this important conversa-

tion from the emergency room to the living room.  It helps families begin to discuss a most difficult subject.   

 

Your Parish Nurses chose the month of November specifically to present the "Five Wishes" program.  November 

marks the beginning or our holiday season.  It is a time when families typically join together.  It is a time to share 

gifts.  Your Parish Nurses hope you will include "Five Wishes" in your holiday conversation.  Making your wishes 

known to your loved ones may very well be the most perfect gift they will ever receive.  

 

"FIVE WISHES" will be presented on November 23rd during the Adult Forum.  Please contact your Parish 

Nurses if you are interested learning more about "Five Wishes," especially if you are not able to attend this meet-

ing.
