
“KEEPING ONE’S FAITH, BUT LOSING ONE’S RELIGION”

The above was the title of a newspaper editorial written recently by Leonard Pitts, an African -

American editorialist for the Miami Herald and printed in the August 5, 2010 edition of the Atlanta -

Journal Constitution. He quotes Anne Rice, a novelist who specializes in vampire novels who stated, 

“Today, I quit being a Christian.” “I remain committed to Christ as always but not to being a Chris-

tian or to being part of Christianity.” 

 

Pitts goes on to say that research has shown that since 1990 in America, the number of people who 

identify themselves as Christians has dropped 10%. He basically says that one of the main reasons for 

this decline is because too many alleged Christians and churches have become more committed to the 

Republican Party than Christianity which has caused those not in that camp to say that if that is 

Christianity, then they want no part of it.  

 

After reading the whole editorial, I found myself wanting to laugh at the sheer absurdity of Mr. Pitts 

and Ms. Rice statements and arguments but the other part of me, the Christian part, I hope, made me 

simply pity them for their completely misguided and absurd effort to justify not being a part of the 

Christian Church for which our Lord said He gave His life. Pitts points out a few of the responsibili-

ties of Christians, mostly those that serve his cause of not just tolerance of all sins but acceptance of 

them as a viable part of Christianity. He refuses to acknowledge that our Lord and God’s Word clearly 

condemns many sins that he, Pitts, seems to condone.  

 

My conclusion is that maybe the reason many are leaving the church is that some churches are finally 

speaking out against what the Bible calls sin and those who desire a Christianity devoid of restraints 

and any mention of sin, who desire a Christianity that preaches tolerance and acceptance of anything 

and everything including the most abominable practices of sexual perversion and the taking of the life 

of unborn infants….well, I can certainly see how those folks would wish to leave Biblical Christianity 

for a more palatable and tolerant religion.

CHICKEN  AND  BROCCOLI  
SUBMITTED  BY :   BARBARA  EASTERLING  
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2 packages frozen broccoli, 1/2 teaspoon curry powder 
  Cooked and drained 1/2 cup  shredded cheddar cheese 

3 whole chicken breasts 1 small can water chestnuts, chopped 
2 cans cream of chicken soup     (optional) 

1 cup mayonnaise 1/2 cup soft bread crumbs 

1 tablespoon lemon juice 1 tablespoon melted butter 
1 teaspoon salad m 1 small onion 

 
Simmer chicken in water with small onion, a stalk of celery, salt and pepper for one hour.  Cool and 

slice or break into pieces.  Mix soup, mayonnaise, curry powder, lemon juice, mustard, and water 
chestnuts, if desired.  Layer in casserole dish broccoli, chicken, soup mixture, and cheese.  Repeat 

layers.  Top with bread crumbs and pour melted butter on top.  For a change, Pepperidge Farm 

stuffing mix may be sprinkled on top in place of bread crumbs.  Bake 45 minutes at 350 degrees.  
Serves 8-10. 

2 cans black - eyed peas (drained)  1 can Mexican yellow corn  

1 large onion (finely chopped)  1 large green bell pepper (chopped)  

2 jalapeno peppers (finely chopped)  1 tbsp.  Minced garlic  

1 8 oz. bottle of Italian dressing  1 can Rotel

8 oz. cream cheese, room temperature.  Pre-heat oven to 300 degrees. 
 
Crust: 
1/2 cup powdered sugar 
3/4 cup margarine 
1 1/2 cups self-rising flour 
 
Mix well with hands.  Put into pizza pan.  Bake at 300 degrees for 10-15 minutes or until edges turn brown.  Cool. 
 
Glaze:   Cheese Mixture: 
2 tablespoons corn starch 1 (8 oz.) cream cheese 
1 cup fruit juice (peach nectar or apricot nectar are good) 1/3 cup sugar 
1/2 cup sugar 1 teaspoon vanilla 
1 teaspoon lemon juice  
 After crust is completely cooled, spread with cream cheese  
Heat to boiling and boil until thick.  Cool. mixture. 
 
Arrange fruit on cream cheese mixture  -  your choice  -  oranges, pineapples, strawberries, apples, grapes, bananas, peaches, kiwi, etc. 
 
Top with glaze and refrigerate.  Note:  A 30 oz. can of fruit cocktail can be used along with strawberries.  Drain fruit cocktail well.
