
I recently read a devotional thought by Dr. Henry Blackaby that has 
prompted me to ask each of you the above listed question. The following 

scripture verse should give each of us much “food” for thought. 

Daniel 1:8 “But Daniel purposed in his heart that he would not defile him-

self with the portion of the king’s delicacies.” 

Daniel was ordered by the king to feast upon the finest food in the land, 
indeed, the very food that was served at the table of the king himself. 
Food is food so what would be the harm in enjoying the best available? 

Where is the sin in that? 

Daniel refused to let temptation or the authority of the king himself inter-
fere with his relationship with God even in a matter so small and seemingly 
harmless as food. Daniel knew in his heart what God required of him even 
down to the issue of what he should eat. The king said, “Eat my food.” 
Daniel’s God said, Don’t.” God places us where He wants us to be for a 
purpose in the grand scheme of His plans to redeem mankind. Unfortunate-
ly we often fail to see God’s hand at work even in our lives because we 

have failed to be obedient to him in the smallest details of our lives. 

The Bible is filled with examples of men and women who, because of their 
attention to obedience in the smallest aspects of their lives, were used of 
God to accomplish significant things in His larger plan. Esther’s obedience 
was used of God to save His people from destruction while Joseph’s faith-
fulness was used of God to save God’s chosen family from starvation dur-

ing a time of famine. 

Will you pledge in 2011 through PRAYER and BIBLE STUDY to seek God’s 
purpose and will for your life even in the smallest details? Will you pledge 
to be obedient to His teachings in every aspect of your life? Will you join 

your Pastor in asking God to use you to make a difference in 2011?

Scripture Cake Recipe 
 

Here is how it works.  Instead of ingredients being listed, there are scrip-
tures.  You need to look up the scriptures and figure out what the ingre-
dient is supposed to be.   
 
4 1/2 cups 1 Kings 4:22 1 cup Judges 5:25 
2 cups Jeremiah 6:20 2 cups Nahum 3:12l, chopped 
2 cups 1 Samuel 30:11 2 cups Numbers 17:8 
2 teaspoons 1 Samuel 14:25 1/2 teaspoon Leviticus 2:13 
2 teaspoons baking soda 
 
Preheat oven to 350 degrees.  Grease and flour a 9 x 13 inch pan.  In 
a large bowl, combine flour, milk, sugar, figs, raisins, almonds, honey, 
salt and baking soda.  Mix thoroughly.  Pour into prepared 9 x 13 inch 
pan.  Bake at 350 degrees for 40 minutes, or until edges fall away 
from pan.
