“How I love your teaching. It is my meditation all day long”
(Psalm 119:97)

During the early years when our family served as missionaries in Chile, phone calls back to the
states were much too expensive so we relied on letters to communicate with friends and family
back home. When we received a letter from home, it was always read slowly and many times
read more than once to make sure that we truly soaked up all the news it contained. It was always
the highlight of our day to get those letters. The great preacher of another generation, F.B. Meyer
expressed it well when he wrote the following:

“Read the Bible, not as a newspaper or a magazine, but as a letter from home. If a cluster of
heavenly fruit hangs within reach, gather it. If a promise lies upon the page as a blank check,
cash it. If a prayer is recorded, appropriate it and launch it toward heaven as a feathered arrow
from the bow of your desire. If an example of holiness gleams before you, ask God to do as
much for you. If a truth is revealed in all its glowing splendor, beg that its brilliance may ever
shine in your life like a shining star. Strive to say with the Psalmist, “How I love your teaching.
It is my meditation all day long.”

It is sometimes well to read passages such as Psalm 119 from the Bible on our knees to show
how reverently we hold the Word of God and the devout love we have for it. Remember the
words of Christ to Satan when Satan tempted Him (Christ) to take a shortcut to God’s will,
“Man must not live on bread alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of

God.” (Matthew 4:4) The Old Testament is worth our study because it was the only written
Scripture that our Lord had available to Him and from which He often quoted. The New Testa-
ment tells us what He (Our Lord) said and did in His earthly life and what should be the life and
ministry of all Christians and the Church that Christ founded until He returns.”

As your Pastor I would encourage each of you to make a commitment to read through Psalm
119, a section at a time, and ask God to reveal to you the truth it contains and the application He
wants you to make to your daily life.

1/3 c. fresh lemon juice
1/2 tsp. baking powder
Powdered sugar

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Line bottom and sides of a 13 by 9 in. pan with heavy-duty foil, allowing 2-3 in. to extend over

sides; lightly grease foil.

2. Stir together 2 c. flour and 1/2 ¢. powdered sugar. Cut in butter using a pastry blender or fork until crumbly. Press mixture

onto bottom of prepared pan.

3. Bake at 350 for 20-25 min. or until lightly browned.

4. Meanwhile, whisk eggs in a large bowl until smooth; whisk in granulated sugar, lemon zest, and lemon juice. Stir together bak-
ing powder and remaining 1/4c. flour; whisk into egg mixture. Pour mixture over hot baked crust.

5. Bake at 350 for 25 min. or until filling is set. Let cool in pan on a wire rack 30 minutes. Lift from pan, using foil sides as han-
dles. Cool completely on a wire rack about 30 min.). Remove foil and cut into bars; sprinkle with powdered sugar.

Note: To make ahead, prepare as directed. Cover tightly, and freeze up to a month. Makes about 2 dozen
