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“Is Your Heart Right?”

Every year a month is set aside in which we are asked to learn things about the heart. We are also
asked to support research in trying to find ways of stopping death due to heart disease. The heart is a
very amazing organ. Day and night it works without ceasing for many years. It rests for only a fraction
of a second between beats. Repairs have to be made while it is in motion. People who wish to live long
must learn how to take care of their hearts.

More important than the physical heart, however, is the spiritual heart, or the soul. Is your “spiritual
heart” right toward God? You should keep this question before you always. With the heart we love God;
with the heart we believe “unto righteousness” (Romans 10:9-10). When the Ethiopian eunuch said to
Philip, “Here is the water; what hinders me from being baptized?” Philip answered, “If you believe with
all your heart, you may.” (Acts 8:36-37). Jesus said, “For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth
speaks.” (Matthew 12:34).

When something is physically wrong with the heart, various warning signals occur; palpitations, skip-
ping of beats, slow or rapid pulse, or pain. Warning signals also occur when the “spiritual hear” is not
right. Are you stubborn, determined to have your own way? Regardless of what God wants? Does evil
appeal to you more than good? Do you have to be urged to attend church services, not finding satisfac-
tion and joy in them? These and many others are warning signals that your “spiritual heart” is in trou-
ble. We should all heed these warnings.

The only solution for a problem with your “spiritual heart” is to turn to the Great Physician who can for-
give sin and heal every disease of the “spiritual heart”. The remedy is found in obedience to Him and
His Word. Death can come suddenly and usually unannounced. Don’t say, “It can’t happen to me.” It
can! Keep your “spiritual heart” clean and pure and you will never have to worry about the present or
the future.
