Philosophy

Beverly Smith Ministries - Christian Institute has been established for the purpose of
equipping the saints, the Body of Christ, for the work we are each called to as individuals
and as a corporate Body in these last days.

Beverly Smith Ministries-Christian Institute is under girded and motivated by a
philosophy which is reflected in the character of Jesus Christ. BSM-Christian Institute is
committed to a viewpoint which is based upon the Bible as the flawless and dependable
Word of God. “Our Last Days Revolutionary Training,” it is called “Revolutionary”
because it is designed to “revolutionize” the lives of those being trained and the lives of
others around them.

Purpose

Beverly Smith Ministries Christian Institute was founded with these purposes:

programs, evangelistic endeavors, and ministries.

To equip individuals to function in divers helping roles as needed in the Body of
Christ.




Statement of Faith

Beverly Smith Ministries accepts the Scriptures as the revealed will of God, and all
sufficient rules of faith and practices, and for the purpose of maintaining general unity,
adopts these Statements of Fundamental Truths and Doctrine.

Section 1 The Scripture Inspired. The Bible is the inspired Word of God, a
revelation from God to man, the infallible rule of faith and conduct, and is superior to
conscience and reason, but not contrary to reason (2Tim. 3:15-17; 1 Peter 1:23-25;
Hebrews 4:12).

Section 2 The One True Godhead. The triune Godhead is comprised of three (3)
separate and distinct personalities, The Father, The Son and The Holy Spirit, who are
eternally self-existent, self-revealed and function as one entity. Jesus Christ, who is God
manifested in the flesh, is the second member of the Godhead, co-equal and co-eternal
with the Father and The Holy Spirit.

Section 3 Man. His Fall and Redemption. Man was created good and upright, for
God said, "let Us make man in Our image, after Our likeness". But man, by voluntary
transgression, fell and his only hope of redemption is in Jesus Christ the Son of God.
(Genesis 1:26-31, 3:1-7; Romans 5:12-21).

Section 4 The Salvation of Man. (a) Man's only hope of redemption is through
the shed blood of Jesus Christ. On the cross Jesus Christ became sin and sickness
providing both salvation and divine healing for all mankind, (Psalms 103:3) being
justified freely by His Grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus. For by grace
we are saved through faith. "The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart--that
is, the word of faith which we are preaching, that if you confess with your mouth Jesus is
Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you shall be saved;
for with the heart man believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he
confesses, resulting in salvation." (Romans 3:24; Ephesians 2:8; Romans 10:8-10).

(b) The Evidences of Salvation. The inward evidence to the believer of his salvation, is
the direct witness of the Spirit (Romans 8:16). The outward evidence to all men is a life
of righteousness and true holiness. "And this is His commandment, that we believe in the
name of His Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, just as He commanded us” (1 John
3:23).

(c) Faith and Works. Salvation is by faith in Jesus Christ and not by human works;
however, our works will determine the rewards in eternity (Acts 16:3; Romans 10:9-10;
Ephesians 2:8-9; Titus 3:5-7; Romans 14:10-12; and 2 Cor. 5:10).

Section 5 The Promise of the Father. All believers are entitled to, and should
ardently expect and earnestly seek the promise of the Father and the Baptism in the Holy
Ghost and Fire according to the command of our Lord Jesus Christ. This was the normal
experience of all in the early Christian church. With it comes the endowment of power
for life and service, the bestowment of the gifts and their uses in the work of the ministry.
(Luke 24:49; Acts 1:4-8; 1 Cor. 12:1-31) This wonderful experience is distinct from and
subsequent to the experience of the new birth.

(Acts 2:38; 10:44-46; 11:14-16; 15:7-9).

Section 6 The Evidence of the Baptism in the Holv Spirit. The full consummation
of the Baptism of believers in the Holy Spirit is evidenced by the initial physical sign of
speaking with other tongues as the Spirit gives utterance, and by the subsequent
manifestation of spiritual power in public testimony and services. (Acts 2:4; 10:44; 19:6;
6; 1:8).




Section 7 The Church. The church is the body of Christ, the habitation of God
through the Spirit, with divine appointments for the fulfillment of her great commission.
Each believer, born of the Spirit, is an integral part of the general assembly and church of
the first born, which are written in Heaven. (Ephesians 1:22; 2:19-22; Hebrews 12:23).

Section 8 Total Prosperity.

Spiritual. John 3:3,11; 2 Cor. 5:17-21; Romans 10:9-10.

Mental. 2 Tim. 1:7; Romans 12:2; Isaiah 26:3.

Physical Isaiah 53:4,5; Matt. 8:17; 1 Peter 2:24

Financial. 3 John 1:2; (Tithes and offerings) Malachi 3:10-11; Luke 6:38; 2 Cor.
9:6-10; Deut. 28:1-14.

Social. Proverbs 3:4

Section 9 Blessed Hope. Jesus is coming again to gather all His Saints to Heaven.
(1 Cor. 15:51-52; 1 Theses. 4:16-17; and 2 Thess. 2:1).

Section 10 The Lake of Fire. Those who have not accepted the redemptive work
of Jesus Christ will suffer eternal separation from the Godhead. The devil and his angels,
the beast and the false prophet, and anyone whose name was not found written in the
book of life, shall be consigned to everlasting punishment in the lake of fire which burns
with brimstone. This is the second death, the lake of fire.

(Rev. 19:20; 20:10-15).

Section 11 The Millennial Reign of Jesus. The return of our Lord Jesus Christ
with His Saints from Heaven to rule and reign for one thousand years on earth as the
Scriptures promised. (Romans 11:25, 27; 2 Thess. 1: 7; Rev. 19:11-16; 20:1-7) After
this, there shall be a new heaven and a new earth. (Rev. 21)

Section 12 We believe that water baptism is an essential and necessary part of the

"doctrine of baptisms", (Hebrews 6:2), performed only upon repentant believers in the
name of the Lord Jesus Christ (which we believe to be the fulfillment of the Name of
the Father, Son and Holy Spirit) and for the remission of sin. (Acts 2:38) This act is to
be done by immersion, and we further believe that it is the means whereby we receive
the new covenant sign of "circumcision of heart”. (Romans 2:28-29; Colossians 2:9-
13)

Section 13 We believe in the doctrine of the laying on of hands.
(I Timothy 4:14; 11 Timothy 1:6; Acts 14:22; 13:1,3; 14:23; 8:17-18; Mark 16:16;
10:16)

Section 14 We believe in the five-fold ministries given to the Church at the
ascension of Jesus Christ and that they continue to be needed and should be expected
today, that is, ministries of apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors and teachers.
Working with these ministries will be appointed leadership consisting of elders,
deacons, deaconesses, missionaries, and the gifted men and women of the Church.
(Psalms 68:18; Ephesians 4:11-12; Philippians 1:1)

Section 15 We believe in the practice of worship with one's total being as set forth in
the Word of God. (Acts 24:14; Ephesians 5:18-19; Psalms 150)




Section 16 We believe that the ministry of the Holy Spirit is being manifested in
the Church through the fruits, (Galatians 5:22-23 graces, ministries and gifts) and we
hold that the nine gifts of the Spirit, (I Corinthians 12:8-11) should be and must be
operative in the Church today in order for the Church to enjoy the fullness of God.

Section 17 We believe in divine healing for the whole man. Healing was obtained
through the atonement in Christ's sacrificial death (I Peter 2:24-25; lIsaiah 53:4-5). We
believe in healing as practiced by the early church (Acts 4:30; 19:11; Romans 8:11; |
Corinthians 12:9; James 5:14).

Section 18 We believe that the Church is the Body of Christ expressed as the church
individual, the church local, and the church universal and invisible (all saints of all places
and all times united together under one Lord). As such, we believe the church to be more
than just a building or a gathering of people. It is a body living in relationship and
harmony under the direction of the head, Jesus Christ (I Corinthians 6:15; Il Corinthians
1:1; Romans 16:5; | Peter 2:4-5; Ephesians 2:19-22; | Corinthians 12:12-31; Romans
12:4-5; Ephesians 4:11-16). The local church is an expression of the community and
fellowship of God.

In the year of 2003, Mrs. Smith was ordained a Senior Chaplain with International Fellowship of
Chaplains and awarded an honor of Second Lieutenant for her outstanding work in the
community. In 2004-2005 she became apart of IFOC board as the spiritual advisor and now is
Chaplain Major Beverly Smith.

Beverly is an Ordained Minister of the Gospel and flows under a powerful anointing in the gifts
of the Holy Spirit, Administration, Counseling and Teaching. She is the author of three books,
"New Life Bible Study Series" a workbook designed for Christians and non-Christians, "Women
in Ministry from Seed to Bloom," a book for women who believe they are called into ministry
and Ministry In the Marketplace Training Manual.

Workplace Development in the 21st
Century targets socio-economically disadvantaged adults seeking employment, single parenting
women, and welfare recipients. Economic independence for this population begins with basic life
skills— budgeting, household management, job readiness training, workplace literacy and
technological changes in the workplace. This program gives adults the opportunity to possess the
knowledge and literacy skills needed to succeed in the 21st century. We promote continuous
learning through local partnerships that enable workers to acquire the job skills that result in new
employment, job retention, career advancement and increased productivity. This in return will
help reduce welfare participation, crime, unemployment and thereby promote self-sufficiency.

Attendance policy

A maximum of two unexcused absences per class semester are permitted. The instructor
in each class is granted discretion as to whether to penalize a student with excessive
absences by requiring extra make-up assignments, lowering the course grade or not
granting credit for the course. The instructor has the discretion to give a student make-
up work if a legitimate reason is given. Attendance at all classes whether on the regular
schedule or by announcement is required. If there should be a legitimate cause for
absence, a written excuse should be turned in. You will be responsible for all
information and assignments given during the sessions even if you have an excused
absence. It is your responsibility to find out what you missed. | recommend you give a
blank tape to another student to tape the class. “I wasn’t there” will never be an
acceptable excuse for work not done.

Tardiness

Incomplete

In some situations there arises an instance when a student is unable to complete course
work. The student will then discuss his dilemma with his instructor and the Dean. If it is
established that his reason are just and legitimate, the student will be given an (1) until
such time as the work can be completed, graded, and recorded. It is the student’s
responsibility to see that the incomplete work is completed and turned in to the instructor.

Course Descriptions

ASBC 400 Prayer That Prevails/Being Led by the Spirit and The Fruit of the Spirit

A study of the importance of prayer in the believer’s life, praying according to the will of God, reasons why
and how believers can pray without ceasing and how to be led by the Spirit of God. Special attention will
be given to what it means for God to enlighten and guide the believer by His Spirit in the spirit of the
believer.

ASBC 401 Advancing in Worship

This course will be a study of worship — what it means to worship and why it is vitally important in
spiritual warfare as well as in life in general. We will learn how to rise up in worship so that we can see
Jesus glorified in the earth, and we will learn how to live as worshipping warriors walking heart to heart
and eye to eye with the Commander in Chief and Head of the Church, Jesus Christ.

ASBC 402 The Early Church

This course will define the Church, Why did God want a Church? What the Church is and what it is not?
This course will also study the Church’s origination and restoration, its falls and rising to be the Glorious
Church.

ASBC 403 The Doctrines of the Bible

The goal of this course IS to render and present a doctrinal and systematic truth about the New Testament
church foundation and teaching.

ASBC 404 Becoming Skilled in the Word of God

To know that the main requirement in learning to study the Bible inductively is your willingness to slow
down and really look at what the scripture is saying. Inductive Bible study uses the Bible itself as the
primary source if information about the Bible. It will draw you into personal interaction with the Scriptures
and with God the author of the scriptures therefore your beliefs are based on prayerful understanding and
legitimate interpretation of the scripture and on truth that transforms you when live by it.

Meditation is a valuable tool that will enable you to familiarize yourself with the Word of God. The Holy

Bible is the Word of God; therefore it needs to be held in high regard in our lives. It must be the standard
by which every child of God governs his/her life. Therefore we must meditate on the Word of God as well
as read it daily.

ASBC 405 Faith in the Last Days

Faith is a powerful force. Jesus stated in the book of Matthew that faith as small as a grain of mustard seed
could move a mountain. What was God’s purpose in providing us with a force so powerful? Was it only to
meet our own personal needs and desires in life or was it meant to change the world? | believe that it was
for the latter purpose. We will learn to use our faith as a weapon.

ASBC 406 Angels-God’s Special Forces

Angels have always been servants of God accomplishing God’s bidding throughout eternity. We must
understand their ministry and allow them to work on our behalf. The messengers of God for the last days,
Angels are “servants” appointed for service to God for the sake of the heirs of redemption. (Heb 1:4)

ASBC 407 Apostolic and Prophetic Movements Level 1 & 2

This course will be a study of the ministries of the Apostle and the Prophet, how these functions in the
Church today, and how to recognize and receive these ascension gifts effectively. It will also be a study of
how these gifts equip the Church for the work of the ministry as purposed by Jesus.This course will be a
study of the movements that have taken place in the Church from its beginning until now including the
movements to restore the offices of the teacher, the pastor, the evangelist, the prophet, and the apostle back
into their original positions and purposes as set in place by Jesus upon His ascension. Emphasis will be on
the Prophetic and Apostolic Movements, why these two offices are foundational to the Church, and the
need for true balance in these movements. This course will also include a study of what the scriptures have
to say about the necessity of accepting women in governmental ministries and positions.




ASBC 408 The Authority of the Believer

Your Spiritual Authority is your connection to the operating power of God through the Body of Christ on
the earth. This course will be a study of our spiritual authority and power and to use our God-given rights to
live in total victory today and forward. This course will also include a study of what the scriptures and
demonstrations of your authority and power as a believer as it affects the Body of Jesus Christ. This
teaching will expound on supernatural enablement to know that we were made in the image of God, that we
are heirs and joint heirs with Christ sharing His authority and power.

MMP 500 The Power of Prayer Advanced Part 2&3/Living in His Presence
This course teaches the student how to use your prayer ministry to move heaven and earth.

MMP 501 Studies on the Holy Spirit His Gifts and Ministries

To define the gifts and ministries of the Holy Spirit and reveal their operations in the Body of Christ today.
This course will help you to understand and know the Person of the Holy Spirit and how you can fully
allow Him to work in and through you, God’s Minister

MMP 502 New L.ife Bible Study
Being an effective witness in sharing the Gospel of Jesus Christ

MMP 503 Worship for Today’s Church

This course is intended to teach valuable lessons concerning Worship in Today’s Church. The mentored
will learn how to minister praise and worship in their local church/ministry, how to hear from God in
worship, how to administer a praise and worship team and move prophetically in worship. Most
importantly the mentored will learn the role of priestly ministry as it relates to worship in church today.
You will set up your worship team ministry instructions, guidelines, do’s, don’ts and qualifications.

MMP 504AD Creative Worship (Arts & Dance)

During this course, we will studying creative expressions of worship that God is restoring to the Church.
We will come to understand the scriptural foundation for Dance in worship and the reasons satan comes
against this form of worship. This course’s intentions are to help believers to clearly comprehend God’s

desire to restore the dance. The Creative Arts Lab is addressing the importance of being spiritually aware
of how God associates pictures and colors with what He is saying and what we are saying by taking your
words and connecting them with pictures that you may associate with them. Learn how to be prophetically
creative in the arts.

MMP 505 Emotional Healing & Healthy Relationships

Strengthen your emotions, relationships and family by strengthening you. Healing comes from the inside.
This class focuses on dealing with rejection, wounds, negative attitudes or emotions. This class teaches you
to move from rejection to acceptance and deal with betrayal and shame.

MMP 506 Family Management
This course teaches students how to deal with the everyday challenges that come with having a family
some topics include budgeting, parenting, and time management.

MMP 507 Doctrines of the Bible

There must be doctrine for the body of ministry in Christ to know its foundations, teaching, faith, order, etc.
We shall study in this brief course of doctrines, the Bible teachings of doctrines as seen in the message of
the New Testament Church. We have no conscious effort or purpose of a complete study of doctrines or
theology presented in this text but rather a furthering of Biblical truths into our Christian Faith.

MMP 508 From Seed To Bloom

Ministry is a high and holy calling. Ministers are set apart by God and Christ's church to shepherd the
people of God. Ministry is not something for which we simply volunteer; it is the work for which we are
created by God. We can look at a call to ministry through practical eyes, but we also need to realize that if
God is calling us, God will provide all that we need to do this work, no matter how big the barriers seem.




MMP 511 Staffing and Office Management/Developing a Team Ministry

Operating a church or nonprofit organization is not as easy as some would presume. It takes great
organization, patience, kindness, compassion, budgeting, and the list goes on and on. This class will help
you develop a winning team.

MMP 512 Mentoring the Mentor/Ministerial Ethics

The primary purpose of a mentor is to establish a relationship with mentored and watches the full purpose
of God develop in the mentored life.
