A CHORUS TOGETHER IN CHRIST 
1 Corinthians 1:1-9 

 

Paul’s appeal to a splintering church in 1 Corinthians 1:10-17 provides us 

with the song sheet for staying in harmony in our church family. 

 

I.  RESTORE HARMONY FROM PERSONALITY DISCORD (1:10-12) 

 

    1. Appeal: splinter-free unity in mind-set and purpose (10) 

 

 

    2. Reason: the problem of strife over different leaders (11-12) 

 

 

    *Guard against following a personality. Benefit from all of Christ’s faithful 

      leaders who guide us to devotion to Christ. Christ is the only Conductor. 

 

 

II. REMEMBER THAT CHRIST IS THE ONE COMPOSER (1:13-16) 

 

    1. There is only one Christ and Savior to whom we have been united (13) 

 

 

    2. It is not by whom but into whom you were baptized that matters (14-16) 

 

 

    *Center your life on Christ, not on the various preachers and teachers, no  

       matter how good. Christ is the only Composer. 

 

 

III. FOCUS ON CHRIST’S GOSPEL SONG (1:17) 

 

    1. Minister the Gospel of Christ (17a) 

 

 

    2. Minister in Gospel power (17b) 

 

 

    *Let’s stick to the Gospel of Christ and his cross in his power. His Gospel  

      is the song.
