ADULTS:
1. Conference Theme Track:
    “Seek Me With All of Your Heart” – ROOM 224
Spiritual insights and lessons, presented by various speakers,
and drawn from scripture passages in the Book of the
Prophet Jeremiah, specifically from Jeremiah 29:11-14.

Conference Theme Track: Seek Me With All of Your Heart:
ROOM 224

1. Friday Evening Mass; Fr. Andres Arango: “I know
what plans I have in mind for you.” (Jer 29:11)
God has us firmly in his grasp, and he has a plan for each
one of us.  Even though we do not know the details of his
plan for us, we trust absolutely in him and know that
‘when we seek first the kingdom of God, all these other
things will be added unto us.’

2. Saturday, 9:35 am general session; Fr. Archie

(Jer 29:12)
God is ever-attentive to us and for us.  He knows and
answers the unspoken longings of our hearts, and how
much more so those longings we speak out to him.  He is
like the mother listening for the sounds of her baby, or like
the priest waiting in anticipation at the confessional screen
to hear repentance in the sacrament of Reconciliation, or
like the parent waiting for the call of their child from a far
away place.  He is ever-attentive and ever-ready.  Ask and
you shall receive.

4. Saturday, 11:40 am breakout session; Joan Chavez:
“I shall restore your fortunes.” (Jer 29:14)
God is the father of the prodigal son. He is ever-eager and
ever-ready with the second, third, fourth and fortieth
chances.  He will restore us from any depth to which we
have fallen, for no pit into which we fall is deeper than the
saving arm of God is long.  Knock and the door will be
opened unto you.



5. Saturday, 2:05 pm general session; Fr. Archie
Guiriba: “Come to me, I will listen to you,”
(Jer 29:12)
God’s house is always open and he is always available to
visit.  There is no need to make an appointment or to call
ahead.  All that is necessary is a longing heart with desire
to be in his presence.  When you come to God, he listens
and hears you as well in your silence as in your cries or
your words.  He listens to your heart with his heart, and
the two become one heart.

6. Saturday, 3:00 pm breakout session; Fr. John
Shetler: “To give you a future and a hope.”
(Jer 29:11)
All the way to heaven is heaven.  You have a future, and
your future is now.  You have a God who wants to spend
eternity, knowing you and with you, and eternity is now.
Today you have faith and hope.  Your future is love.  Your
future is now.

7. Saturday, 3:50 pm breakout session; Jojo
Concepcion:  “I will gather you from all nations”
(Jer 29:14) - Why Praise and Worship?
A “gathering in His name” means that Jesus must be the
focus, He must be the one preached about, sung about —
the one praised and worshiped. “I will declare thy name
unto my brethren, in the midst of the church will I sing
praise unto thee” (Hebrews 2:12). Consequently, Christ’s
presence, along with His virtue and anointing, is
manifested in this type of gathering. Have you ever
noticed when “gifts of the Spirit” operate in gatherings?
The power and anointing of the Holy Spirit usually
becomes evident, subsequent to a time of worship and
praise.



8. Saturday, 7:00 pm healing mass; Fr. Archie Guiriba:
“I will bring you back to the place from which I
exiled you.” (Jer 29:14) – Food for thought: We were
made to inhabit Paradise.  That is both our origin and our
destiny.  The relationships broken in Paradise are
reconciled.

Though we wait with patient eagerness for the
final, perfect healing, God is ever-present and ever-ready
to hasten that healing process now – from the inside out,
or from the outside in - as he chooses.  Seek me with all of
your heart, says the Lord, and I will restore your fortunes
and I will bring you back to the place from which I exiled
you.
