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OAK Description:

Summer time is a great time. Ask your Adult Bible Fellowships (ABFs) to pool
their favorite camp recipes and print them up. Take your group to local
campgrounds and pass them out. For an added fellowship idea,

¥ ~~ take your whole group with you and camp out at a camp
ground. Invite those you meet while passing out camp recipes
¥ to join your group in the evening and sit around the camp fire.

Take turns sharing stories, mix in a testimony or two. Invite
others to share what God has done in their lives also.

OAK is a tool used for all discipleship groups and families to facilitate outreach activities in our
community. Each discipleship group (Adult Bible Fellowship (ABFs), Transformational
Accountability Groups (TAGs), On Going Accountability Groups (OAGs) and Covenant Groups,
etc.) or family - should choose one suggested activity each quarter and perform the activity with
their group. These activities are to be low cost, low risk projects. They should be easy to do and
easy for your group to join in. Projects should be localized to fit your group (not a large church wide
activity). These projects should not require outside funding or fundraising.
