Where are you being discipled?

Before ascending to heaven, Jesus left instructions that the
church stild]l hol ds as our cent
nationso (Matthew 28:19) . As
stating that ithe mission of
Jesus Chri st for the transfor
|l anguage of the New Testament,
means someone who engages in learning through instruction. We
should be reminded that we cannot make disciples of others
unless we ourselves are being discipled.

Cross Roads continues to work toward providing opportunities
for Christ-followers to engage in study together. On Sunday
mornings we have a variety of classes offered for adults, as well
as classes for all ages of children and youth. The high school
youth have just begun a study of the trials and death of Jesus
using The Passion of the Christ as a visual aid. One of our adult
classes is using material called Infusion. Katie Kidd is teaching
these stand-alone lessons in which students gain an
understanding of a scripture text and make connections to life
issues. The K-5 children continue in a six-week rotational
teaching model. One Bible story is used each six weeks. The
children learn about the story in a different way each week using
methods such as story-telling, games, cooking, and (coming soon)
computers. Most recently they have been learning of Daniel in the
Lionds Den.

For those who are looking for a mid-week study, we are
currently using a video curriculum called Faith Lessons. These
video segments feature a biblical scholar and teacher who leads a
group to different locations in the Holy Land, helping students to
understand the geographic and cultural influences on what we
read in the Bible. We begin these meetings with a simple meal at
6:00, then study from 6:30-7:30.

process that never ends. Where are you being discipled? We all
should be challenged to take part in some class or group where
biblical teaching is happening. It is here that we will gain new
insight from the Bible, have the opportunities to raise questions,
and encourage one another as we journey together in the
footsteps of Jesus.
