Finance Committee Report 
    The Finance Committee has been       

very busy this year.  I wanted to share       

with the congregation what has been   

accomplished so far.  An external audit 

was completed.  Five procedural recom-

mendations were made.  All five have 

been implemented.  There are copies of 

the audit in the main office if anyone 

wants to read the report. 

An extra payment of $100,000 was made 

toward the mortgage from the Winifred 

Arthur Fund.  This will save the Church 

$90,000 in interest and decrease the   

payment time by 3 years and 9 months. 

The Committee reviewed the financial 

holdings. It was determined our invest-

ments were not getting adequate          

returnsðeven the Church is not immune 

to the financial crisis.   It was decided to 

move the Winifred Arthur Fund and      

the 21st Century Fund to the United 

Methodist Foundation of WV.  This 

should increase the earnings for these 

accounts. 

Money from the Building Fund was used 

to pay off a mortgage loan from the 21st 

Century Fund.  This move will save the 

Church account $7,000 in interest. 

Checking and savings accounts have 

been moved from various locations to 

Huntington Federal Savings Bank in    

order to facilitate access to the accounts. 

It has been an honor to serve this year as 

the Chair of such a dedicated Committee.
