Fresh on the heels of a trip to Israel, my head continues to spin as I 

reflect upon the things that René and I experienced there.  I would 

admit that a few of the things that I heard and saw disappointed 

me, yet there was so much more that impressed me.  Of those 

many things, the one I would mention now is something that 

happened throughout the week.  There was a mosque just across 

the street from our hotel, literally just outside our window.  At the 

designated times of day, the call to prayer would go out from 

speakers mounted in the ñsteeple,ò calling the Islamic people to 

their designated times of prayer.  What really impressed me was 

one of the times: 4:00 in the morning!  Were they serious?  At 4:00 

in the morning the only thing on my mind is sleep.  Could it be that 

the people would really rise that early in the morning to spend time 

in prayer? 
 

Actually I didnôt launch an investigation to determine how 

effective a 4:00 a.m. prayer call is in Jerusalem.  The thought itself 

was impressiveïand convicting.  I find it difficult enough to find 

time for serious prayer during ñnormalò hours.  My suspicion is 

that Iôm not alone.  Prayer is our most intimate connection with 

God.  Prayer is the ñalpha and omegaò of our journey with Christ.  

I doubt that I will rise frequently at 4:00 in the morning for prayer, 

but every time I remember that call coming 

through the windows of our hotel room, I will 

remember that our Lord didnôt say ñif you pray,ò 

but rather when you prayéò (Matthew 6:5-7).
