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    A Word from our P astor . . .   
Picture this: a State Highway Patrol officer makes a traffic stop on a 

vehicle caught exceeding the speed limit.  As the officer approaches 

the vehicle, the driver opens the car window and is identified by the 

officer, who then says, ñOh, hello Mr. Governor.  I didnôt realize that 

was you.ò  In this situation, do you see the driver getting a citation for 

speeding?  Iôm thinking probably not.  Why?  Because (as if this 

needs explanation) someone in a position of power and authority is 

likely to be invulnerable to such forms of discipline.  This is nothing 

new or noteworthy.  Such things happen all the time and on multiple 

levels.  Many of us can probably think of some way in which our 

position, our connections or our influence have given us some kind of 

edge on others.  What is noteworthy is when someone chooses not to 

use power or position to their own advantage, but instead to use it for 

the benefit of others. 

 Paul says that even though Christ ñwas in the form of God, he 

did not regard equality with God as something to be exploitedò (Phil. 

2:6).  Christ was willing to set aside the glory of heaven, the power of 

deity, and the splendor of absolute holiness in order to become one of 

us.  He took on the fullness of humanity and gave his life for the sake 

of the world.  That, my friends, is an extraordinary gift.  It is also an 

extraordinary example.  Paul uses Christ as the model for our own 

living.  ñLet the same mind be in you that was in Christ Jesusò (Phil. 

2:5).  That may sound like a tall order, but it is 

essential if we are to understand how God chooses for 

us to influence the world.  As we begin another year, 

let us pray for attitudes that reflect the true mind of 

Christ.
