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    A Word from our P astor . . .   
 Before the thought gets away from you, please sit for a moment 

and read Luke 17:11-19.  It is a passage that seems to be a standard 

whenever we want to talk about Thanksgiving.  The writer of this 

Gospel narrative tells of Jesus being approached one day by ten 

lepers.  They called out to Jesus, hoping that they could be healed.  

Jesus responded by telling them to go and appear before the priests, 

which was part of the restoration process for one who had been 

leprous.  They went as Jesus instructed them, and in going received 

the healing that they requested.  Interestingly, only one of the ten 

returned to give thanks to Jesus after seeing that he had been made 

physically well.  To add impact, Jesus discloses his displeasure by 

openly observing that the one who did return was a Samaritan, 

which strongly suggests that some, if not all, of the rest were Jews. 

 Jesus lets the question hang: ñThe other nine, where are they?ò  

Do you hear the question?  Where are Godôs people when it comes 

to responding to Godôs blessings?  I submit to you that the question 

remains for us today.  In the scripture passage, nine took their 

blessings and went their way, while only one returned to the Lord in 

gratitude.  Here is my question: do we more closely resemble the 

nine or the one?  I suspect that most of us, myself included, can do 

better at offering our lives back to the Lord in thanksgiving for all 

we have received.  Therefore, in the spirit of several past presidents, 

I am declaring November to be Thanksgiving Month at Cross 

Roads.  I pray that we will all come to a full 

realization of how richly we are blessed, and how 

God is calling us to respond in tangible acts of 

thanksgiving.
