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    A Word from our Pastor . . .   
     Recently I read a wonderful piece in my devotional book called 

Streams in the Desert.  Author L.B. Cowman points to the scripture 

in Philippians 4:18, where the apostle Paul says, ñI have received 

full payment and even more; I am amply supplied.ò  For Paul to say 

this while in prison shows us that his attitude was not shaped by his 

circumstances, but rather by the understanding that the blessings of 

God were an irrevocable storehouse of treasure.  Cowman goes on to 

illustrate how Paul is like certain flowers, the kind that actually 

bloom and thrive in the shade rather than the sunlight. 

     If we were to choose circumstances for ourselves, naturally we 

would choose ñsunnyò times when all is well.  We know, though, 

that life brings times of trial, hardship and uncertainty.    I have had 

my own such times, and I know that many in our fellowship are in 

the midst of your own dark days.  Like some flowers, we may not 

truly bloom until weôve been in the shade of life.  We, like Paul, 

might come to know that when the days grow darker the blessing of 

Godôs presence becomes more precious.  For Cowman, her spiritual 

writing came out of six years of her husbandôs illness and eventual 

death.  Through our own darkness, we might come to have the faith 

of Paul, who ñlearned the secret of being content in every situation, 

whether well fed or hungry, whether living in plenty or in 

wantò (Phil. 4:12).  How?  Through Christ who gives us strength.
