A Star is Born 
The light of the world comes to us at Christmas through a newborn 

baby.  Epiphany marks the end of the Christmas celebration but continues 

the journey of Godôs revelation to the world through Jesus Christ.  The light 

has come that no darkness can turn off. 

Epiphany is the celebration of the magiôs visit to the Christ child.  

They do not fit into the humble birth story as the lowly shepherds did.  Their visit brings 

worldly sophistication and power bumping into divine simplicity and vulnerability.  Their visit 

reveals that Christ came, not just for a few, but for all people as here he is first revealed to these 

Gentile kings.  Like the magi, we too are called to a journey ï a journey of active discipleship; 

of following Jesus to learn a new way of life. 

New life begins in baptism ï for Jesus and for us.  We begin the time after Epiphany 

with Jesusô baptism by John the Baptist that launched Jesusô public ministry.  From here Jesus 

will choose friends to spend his days with, teaching and training them; blessing them to be a 

blessing; making disciples who can make other disciples by turning information into imitation 

through innovation.  To become a disciple means to be committed to being like Jesus ïliving 

the way he lived; doing the things he did. 

The ñtime after Epiphanyò is about how God works with Godôs people, changing us 

through transformation, renewal, call, revelation, restoration, transfiguration, illumination ï 

words that describe this season of the Church year. 

This season culminates in a mountaintop experience ï Jesusô Transfiguration.  The star 

that was born at Christmas sparkles through this season of light in Word and Sacrament to 

reveal the gracious God we gather to worship and depart to serve ï to witness to the light that 

shines brightly for us.
