Our 2" annual Care Net Baby Shower and Bottle
Drive is set to take place here at EUM during the
month of May. A pack-n-play will again be housed for
collection of baby items. Items may be new, gently
used, or handmade, size newborn through toddler
Items such as diapers and wipes are also welcome.

What is CareNet?

CareNet Pregnancy Center is a non-profit, Christian
based organization that assists unwed mothers. The
center offers confidential services such as pregnancy
tests, counseling, adoption assistance, abortion recov-
ery and parenting classes. There are centers located
in Racine, Kenosha and Zion (IL).

How can | support CareNet?

Support comes in many forms. One can save change
for the bottle drive or donate to the baby shower, but
there are other ways to help. CareNet can use volun-
teers for events such as fundraising, grant writing or
serving as a receptionist during office hours. They also
appreciate coupons for baby related items to be clipped
and sent in or dropped off. If using a search engine, try
using www.goodsearch.com and identify Care Net
Pregnancy Center — Southern Lakes Region (Kenosha)
as the one you search for, and they receive $.01 per
search. Batteries purchased at
www.interstatebatteries.com with “we care” as the pro-
motion code earns Care Net 30% of your purchase.
Prayer for those involved with Care Net (Executive Di-
rector, Directors, young ladies and men, volunteers) is
also appreciated.

How long can | collect items for CareNet?

Our collection will take place during the month of May.
Baby bottles can be picked up at any time, and should
be returned May 25. Baby items can be dropped into
the pack-n-play any time May 4-25.

A Full Life &
Lewis and Claudia Johnson

A UN and World Vision Report

tells us that there are 115 million

orphans in the developing coun-

tries. A separate UNAID report

tells us that 2006 was the record

year for World Wide Adoption
with a total of 260,000. So we have a problem that is
not going away. Another UN Report states that the
average life expectancy for "graduated” orphans is 26
years old for the boys and 24 years old for the girls.
That report goes on to say that the predominate
"occupation" for these young kids (16-18 when they
are kicked out of the orphanages) is prostitution for
the girls and drug or crime gangs for the boys.

Need: A Full Life saw a need for a solution to transi-
tioning these "graduated” orphans from institu-
tional/street life to independent adult existence. For
this they need life skills and work skills appropriate to
the economy they live in.

Solution: AFL has taken a transition home model for
homeless adults used by Emmaus House Interna-
tional out of Paris, which is a model which uses
taught skills at a house to create income for the tran-
sition home, eventually leading to financial independ-
ence for each home, some homes even contribute to
the startup of other homes. To this we have added a
life skills and local mentoring program taken from
various proven and professional sources.

Current Situation: First House being put together in
Tashkent, Uzbekistan. Lewis and Claudia Johnson
have been in place since May 2007. They have been
working with our local partner, Teen Challenge Inter-
national, meeting the orphans living on the streets
regularly with a weekly picnic for them and classes for
the toddler children of street girls. They have been
organizing the local charities, both national and for-
eign, who do any kind of outreach to these kids to see
how we can all work together. We have also bought
a Tractor for Teen Challenge/AFL. Uzbekistan is a
very agricultural economy and the tractor will gener-
ate income through rental and use in farming. We
have also enlisted the Royal Veterinary College of
London to setup Animal Husbandry and Farming
Training for the kids.

Next Steps: Buy or Build a facility specifically for our
kids. We have tried to have some in the Teen Chal-
lenge Detox facility with limited success, only boys for
safety and security so far. Then we will need more
local staff once we have the facility for the kids. A
very recent opportunity that has come up is that a

charity group that owns a small, 14 room, hotel has
offered to sell it to us to use as our transition home.
Itis a very great setup for our needs, split into two
buildings with a security office in between, a good
security fence all around and some apartments at-
tached that could be used by the house parents and
other staff.

How EUM can get involved: The EUM Men® group
Fusion is planning on sponsoring a team of up to 6
people to go to Uzbekistan in September (20th to
the 27th) to help in renovating or building housing
and training facilities for the kids. For more informa-
tion contact Kevin Cookman or the church office.

The Center is operated by seven different
churches in the Duluth area. The UMC District
Office ‘put us on to their need’ last year.

This month’s Raising Up Spiritual Champions parent page focuses on
commitment. What kinds of commitment do we make to friends,
work, activities, God? What does commitment look like in your family?

Certainly the role you play as a parent models commitment to your
child every day. They see you carrying out the daily tasks to feed
them, provide for them, take them where they need to go, etc. But
have you told them why? Sometimes putting our commitments into
words in a healthy way can help families understand and appreciate
each other. Keep in mind as you do this, that younger children will not
even know what the word commitment means. You may have to use
synonyms like “promise, pledge, or agree”.

“| pledge to take you to church each Sunday because learning to love God is what will keep our family strong.”

WELL CHILD POLICY
Parents: It's our desire to see that the
only thing children “catch” here is the
joy of Christ! Please take a minute to
familiarize yourself with EUM’s policy
on wellness.
To ensure the health of children and staff, we ask
that ill children not attend Forever Friends programs
or nurseries.

Upon the recommendation of the Committee on Con-
trol of Infectious Diseases of the American Academy
of Pediatrics, a child should not be taken from home
when any of the following exist:

Fever 100 or above within previous 24 hours

Cold or flu symptoms including: runny nose,
watery eyes, sneezing

Vomiting

Diarrhea

Sore throat or cough

Any unexplained rash

Any skin infections such as boils, ringworm,
impetigo, pink eye or other eye infection.
Any symptoms of disease such as scarlet fever,
German measles, mumps, chicken pox or
whooping cough

If your child is on antibiotics, he/she should be on the

medicine for at least 24 hours before coming to For-

ever Friends programs or nurseries.

Medication must be administered by

parents only.
