The way to get along with other peopleisto
stop looking at what is wrong with them and start seeing
who they arein Christ and what they can become through
God's grace. Make a conscious effort to build them up —
to edify them.

Start with You! Accept yourself for who you are, but be
willing to allow God to change you. As you draw closer to
God be prepared for Him to change you from the inside
out. You will find yourself reflecting God' s character and
concerns; yet you will maintain your own identity and
personality. Allow God to mold and shape you, but under-
stand God created you so you will maintain your distinct-
iveness and uniqueness...and that is good.

Global Day of Prayer for Burma—March 11"

The Missions Committee would like to encourage you to join our missionaries, the Garrisons, in
prayer for Burma (Myanmar). The Global Day of Prayer for BurmaisMarch 11", Burmais
under the rule of a military dictatorship who continue their attempt to dominate all the peoples
of Burma. They have renewed the detention of Aung San Suu Kyi, the democratically elected
leader of Burma, holding her and thousands of others as political prisoners. The dictators have
also launched the largest offensive against the Karen ethnic minority since 1997 and continue to
oppress all ethnic groups.

Reports continue to surface indicating that forced conversions from Christianity to Buddhism persist in Myanmar. Forced
labor, land mines, and brutality are all too common. Along the eastern states of Myanmar many citizens have escaped
across the border into Thailand while others yearn to peacefully remain on the land where they have lived for centuries.

A relief team member recently asked a woman fleeing her village, “Why do you stay in Myanmar when the Burma Army
keeps attacking and forcing you to live with little food and in constant danger?’ The woman responded, “We will stay as
long as we can. We will stay aslong as God wants us to stay and even though it is very difficult for us. We want to livein
our own place.”

When you pray for Myanmar, pray not only for the victims, but also for the many soldiers. Some men attack not out of
conviction or ethnic hatred, but out of fear for their own families, should they waver in their orders as a soldier. Pray that a
moral light within them will clarify the path on which they now tread.

The Parent Corner

When our children are adults, who
will they be? Will they serve God?
Will they have the capacity to love
others? Will they be equipped to
pass on a spiritual legacy? These
are loaded questions that all parents
want to be able to answer. But how?
Whereto start:

Passionately commit yourself to God. Your chil-
dren want to be like you.

Teach your children to develop healthy relation-
shipswith other people. If you want your children to
possess good relationship skills, you must provide them
with amodel. Y our marriage and other close family rela-
tionships will be their guide.

Discipline. Here'swhat Dr. James Dobson saysin
his book The New Dare To Discipline:

When properly applied, loving discipline works! It stimu-
lates tender affection, made possible by mutual respect
between a parent and a child. It bridges the gap which
otherwise separates family members who should love and
trust each other. It allows the God of our ancestorsto be
introduced to our children. It permits teachersto do the
kind of job in classrooms for which they are commis-
sioned. It encourages a child to respect other people and
live as a responsible, constructive citizen.

Introduce your children to the Savior. The reason
God commands parents to teach their children Hislawsis
because nobody can reflect God' s love and purpose to
children better than their parents. Attending church, Sun-
day school and youth camp are important parts of afam-
ily’s faith experience, but they are no replacement for
parents who follow Christ and intentionally disciple their
children to know Him.

Prepareyour children to becomeinfluencersin
the world. Whileit's easy to focus on the financial bene-
fits of agood education, we' ve often lost sight of God's
priority. God does not call usto riches (although some of
us may becomerich); rather He calls us to service. When
your children enter the marketplace as accountants, stay-
at-home moms, soldiers or building contractors, they
need to know their occupation is wrapped in their ulti-
mate calling: to be ambassadors for Christ.

Call other parentsinto action on behalf of their
families. Encourage, coach and equip others to parent
well. Busy families struggle to find time for every expec-
tation thrust upon them these days. The good newsis you
cannot go wrong praying with your family. Nor can you
fail when teaching them Scripture or life skills. Keep try-
ing to make these things part of your daily lives and they
will be!
