of involvement. CareNet is a Christian pro-
gram that provides services to teen mothers in Zion,
IL and Kenosha, WI. They opened a facility in Racine
on Northwestern Ave. in the basement of the Kurten
Clinic in January. This facility offers young women
and their significant others free services such as preg-
nancy testing, counseling, abortion recovery, adoption
assistance, parenting classes with others in the same
trimester, and a boutique with items purchased with
points obtained in the program. The services offered
are similar to those of Teen Moms, but are available
throughout the week to the young ladies and allows
volunteers a more flexible schedule and more oppor-
tunity for involvement. In addition, churches involved
in this ministry are encouraged to provide brochures
or other printed materials for the waiting area of the
facility.

In May, we will be collecting diapers, new and gently
used baby clothes and items (swings, car seats, etc.)
to assist with replenishing the boutique. We will also
hold a baby bottle drive during which families will be
invited to pick up a baby bottle and fill it with loose
change. We hope to fill about 500 bottles. On May
27, Judy VanSwol, the Executive Director, will be at
EUM to speak about the services provided by Care
Net. Our immediate plan for assistance with this pro-
gram is 1)use Internet search engine
www.goodsearch.com.

The following story makes for a good discussion starter and lesson to do
together with your kids. Discussion questions and appropriate scripture are
included.

The theme:
Faith in what we can not see

"I1® believe it when | see it!" scoffed Kurt, reaching for a drumstick.

"Oh, Kurt!" exclaimed Lisa. "l really did see a squirrel without a tail! You never believe anything!"
"We believe quite a few things we can®see," said Mom thoughtfully.

"I know . . . | know," muttered Kurt. "Like wind and electricity, right?"

"Yes, and lots of other things, too," replied Mom as she passed the potatoes. "Many important things in life can®
be seen. Take love, for example. We see evidence-or results-of love, but we can®see the love itself.”

"Or friendship," suggested Lisa. "You can®tell by looking at a picture that someone is your best friend."

"You can®know if a person is honest just by looking at him, either," added Dad. "All these things we®e mentioned
are seen only by knowing the person."

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OVER THE NEXT FEW MONTHS WE WILL BE PRINTING THE UNITED METHODIST
DOCTRINAL STANDARDS AND GENERAL RULES. These are the theological guidelines
for the United Methodist Church. As EUM continues to grow, we find that many of our
new church members did not grow up with any knowledge of the doctrinal beliefs of
the United Methodist Church. We live in an erawhere many statements of faith have
been espoused in the name of United Methodism. It is my hope that as you read our
Doctrinal Standards you will get a better feel for our evangelical, grace filled heritage.

Just as creeds such as the Apostles@Creed summarize the belief of al Christians, the Articles of Religion of
The Methodist Church and the Confessions of Faith of The Evangelical United Brethren Church form afoun-
dation of doctrine for United Methodists. They, aong with Wed ey® Sermons on Several Occasions and Ex-
planatory Notes Upon the New Testament, are "standards” of doctrine for United Methodists.

The Articles of Religion of the Methodist Church
When the Methodist movement in America became a church in 1784, John Wed ey provided the American
Methodists with aliturgy and adoctrinal statement, which contained twenty-four "Articles of Religion" or
basic statements of belief. These Articles of Religion were taken from the Thirty-Nine Articles of the Church
of England—the church out of which the Methodism movement began—and had been the standards for
preaching within the Methodist movement. These articles became the basic standards for Christian belief in
the Methodist church in North America. First published in the church©@Book of Disciplinein 1790, the Arti-
cles of Religion have continued to be part of the church®official statement of belief.

(Articles |-V of XXIV)
From The Book of Discipline of The United Methodist Church - 2004. Used by permission.

Article |—Of Faith in the Holy Trinity.
Thereis but one living and true God, everlasting, without body or parts, of infinite power, wisdom, and goodness;
the maker and preserver of all things, both visible and invisible. And in unity of this Godhead there are three per-
sons, of one substance, power, and eternity—the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost.

Article [I—Of the Word, or Son of God, Who WasMade Very Man.
The Son, who is the Word of the Father, the very and eternal God, of one substance with the Father, took man® na-
ture in the womb of the blessed Virgin; so that two whole and perfect natures, that is to say, the Godhead and Man-
hood, were joined together in one person, never to be divided; whereof isone Christ, very God and very Man, who
truly suffered, was crucified, dead, and buried, to reconcile his Father to us, and to be a sacrifice, not only for origi-
nal guilt, but also for actual sins of men.

Article111—Of the Resurrection of Christ.
Christ did truly rise again from the dead, and took again his body, with all things appertaining to the perfection of
man@® nature, wherewith he ascended into heaven, and there sitteth until he return to judge all men at the last day.

Article IV—Of the Holy Ghost.
The Holy Ghost, proceeding from the Father and the Son, is of one substance, majesty, and glory with the Father
and the Son, very and eternal God.

Article V—Of the Sufficiency of the Holy Scripturesfor Salvation.
The Holy Scripture containeth all things necessary to salvation; so that whatsoever is not read therein, nor may be
proved thereby, is not to be required of any man that it should be believed as an article of faith, or be thought requi-
site or necessary to salvation. In the name of the Holy Scripture we do understand those canonical books of the Old
and New Testament of whose authority was never any doubt in the church. The names of the canonical books are:
Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, Deuteronomy, Joshua, Judges, Ruth, The First Book of Samuel, The Second
Book of Samuel, The First Book of Kings, The Second Book of Kings, The First Book of Chronicles, The Second
Book of Chronicles, The Book of Ezra, The Book of Nehemiah, The Book of Esther, The Book of Job, The Psalms,
The Proverbs, Ecclesiastes or the Preacher, Cantica or Songs of Solomon, Four Prophets the Greater, Twelve Proph-
etsthe Less. All the books of the New Testament, as they are commonly received, we do receive and account ca-
nonical.
