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TWO MONTHS AGO, WE BEGAN PRINTING THE UNITED METHODIST DOCTRINAL  
STANDARDS AND GENERAL  RULES. These are the theological guidelines for the United 
Methodist Church. As EUM continues to grow, we find that many of our new church 
members did not grow up with any knowledge of the doctrinal beliefs of the United 
Methodist Church. We live in an era where many statements of faith have been es-
poused in the name of United Methodism. It is my hope that as you read our Doctrinal 
Standards you will get a better feel for our evangelical, grace filled heritage. 

 

Just as creeds such as the Apostles© Creed summarize the belief of all Christians, the Articles of Religion of 
The Methodist Church and the Confessions of Faith of The Evangelical United Brethren Church form a foun-
dation of doctrine for United Methodists. They, along with Wesley©s Sermons on Several Occasions and Ex-
planatory Notes Upon the New Testament, are "standards" of doctrine for United Methodists. 

The Ar ticles of Religion of the Methodist Church 

When the Methodist movement in America became a church in 1784, John Wesley provided the American 
Methodists with a liturgy and a doctrinal statement, which contained twenty-four "Articles of Religion" or 
basic statements of belief. These Articles of Religion were taken from the Thirty-Nine Articles of the Church 
of England—the church out of which the Methodism movement began—and had been the standards for 
preaching within the Methodist movement.  These articles became the basic standards for Christian belief in 
the Methodist church in North America. First published in the church©s Book of Discipline in 1790, the Arti-
cles of Religion have continued to be part of the church©s official statement of belief.

Ar ticle XI I --Of Sin After  Justification  

Not every sin willingly committed after justification is the sin against the Holy Ghost, and unpardonable.  Wherefore, the grant 
of repentance is not to be denied to such as fall into sin after justification.  After we have received the Holy Ghost, we may depart 
from grace given, and fall into sin, and, by the grace of God, rise again and amend our lives.  And therefore they are to be con-
demned who say they can no more sin as long as they live here; or deny the place of forgiveness to such as truly repent. 

 

Article XI I I --Of the Church  

The visible church of Christ is a congregation of faithful men in which the pure Word of God is preached, and the Sacraments 
duly administered according to Christ’s ordinance, in all those things that of necessity are requisite to the same. 

 

Article XIV--Of Purgatory 

The Romish doctrine concerning purgatory, pardon, worshiping, and adoration, as well of images as of relics, and also invocation 
of saints, is a fond thing, vainly invented, and grounded upon no warrant of Scripture, but repugnant to the Word of God. 

 

Article XV--Of Speaking in the Congregation in Such a Tongue as the People Understand 

It is a thing plainly repugnant to the Word of God, and the custom of the primitive church, to have public prayer in the church, or 
to minister the Sacraments, in a tongue not understood by the people. 

 

Article XVI--Of the Sacraments 

Sacraments ordained of Christ are not only badges or tokens of Christian men’s profession, but rather they are certain signs of 
grace, and God’s good will toward us, by which he doth work invisibly in us, and doth not only quicken, but also strengthen and 
confirm, our faith in him. 
 

These are two sacraments ordained of Christ our Lord in the Gospel; that is to say, Baptism and the Supper of our Lord. 
 

Those five commonly called sacraments, that is to say, confirmation, penance, orders, matrimony, and extreme unction, are not 
to be counted for Sacraments of the Gospel; being such as have partly grown out of the corrupt following of the apostles, and 
partly are states of life allowed in the Scriptures, but yet have not the like nature of Baptism and the Lord’s Supper, because they 
have not any visible sign or ceremony ordained of God. 
 

The sacraments were not ordained of Christ to be gazed upon, or to be carried about; but that we should duly use them.  And in 
such only as worthily receive the same, they have a wholesome effect or operation; but they that receive them unworthily, pur-
chase to themselves condemnation, as St. Paul saith.
