William Booth, who founded the Salvation Army, was a Methodist. Method-
ists started Goodwill Industriesin 1902. They started the Temperance move-
ment. A Methodist founded the Y MCA. They were abig part of the aboli-
tionist movement and the anti-segregation movement. Presidents Ulysses S.
Grant, Rutherford Hayes, William McKinley, and President George W. Bush
were all Methodists, as well as Barry Goldwater, Walter Mondale, George
McGovern, and Hillary Clinton.”

In his book, Recapturing the Wesley’ s Vision: An Introduction to the Faith of
John and Charles Wesley, Paul Wesley Chilcote reminds us,
“...the Wedleys' theology was never meant to be either boring or irrelevant.
The ultimate purpose of theology is transformation. And central to this
understanding was their view that everyone is called to be atheologian. As
you live out your life daily, you are continually acting out and reflecting
upon who you are and to whom you belong.”

Chilcote' s book investigates the “both/and” nature of the Wesleyan theology.

The free grace received by faith and how that grace is worked out in our
lives through love.

The distinction of Jesus, the Word of God, from the Holy Spirit of God, yet
the reality that they can never be separated.

The personal faith experience, which islived out in community.

The unity of God' s power and form.

The conjunction of heart and head drawing us close to the living God.

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THREE MONTHS AGO, WE BEGAN PRINTING THE UNITED METHODIST DOCTRINAL
STANDARDS AND GENERAL RULES. These are the theol ogical guidelines for the United
Methodist Church. As EUM continues to grow, we find that many of our new church
members did not grow up with any knowledge of the doctrinal beliefs of the United
Methodist Church. We live in an erawhere many statements of faith have been es-
poused in the name of United Methodism. It is my hope that as you read our Doctrinal
Standards you will get a better feel for our evangelical, grace filled heritage.

Just as creeds such as the Apostles@Creed summarize the belief of al Christians, the Articles of Religion of
The Methodist Church and the Confessions of Faith of The Evangelical United Brethren Church form afoun-
dation of doctrine for United Methodists. They, aong with Wesey® Sermons on Several Occasions and Ex-
planatory Notes Upon the New Testament, are "standards' of doctrine for United Methodists.

The Articles of Religion of the Methodist Church
When the M ethodist movement in America became a church in 1784, John Wesley provided the American
Methodists with aliturgy and adoctrina statement, which contained twenty-four "Articles of Religion" or
basic statements of belief. These Articles of Religion were taken from the Thirty-Nine Articles of the Church
of England—the church out of which the Methodism movement began—and had been the standards for
preaching within the Methodist movement. These articles became the basic standards for Christian belief in
the Methodist church in North America. First published in the church®Book of Disciplinein 1790, the Arti-
cles of Religion have continued to be part of the church®officia statement of belief.

(Articles XVII - XXI of XXIV)

Article XVI11--Of Baptism
Baptism is not only a sign of profession and mark of difference whereby Christians are distinguished from others that are not
baptized; but it is also asign of regeneration or the new birth. The Baptism of young children isto be retained in the Church.

Article XVI11--Of the Lord’s Supper
The Supper of the Lord is not only asign of the love that Christians ought to have among themsel ves one to another, but rather is
a sacrament of our redemption by Christ®death; insomuch that, to such asrightly, worthily, and with faith receive the same, the
bread which we break is a partaking of the body of Christ; and likewise the cup of blessing is a partaking of the blood of Christ.

Transubstantiation, or the change of the substance of bread and wine in the Supper of our Lord, cannot be proved by Holy Writ,
but is repugnant to the plain words of Scripture, overthroweth the nature of a sacrament, and hath given occasion to many super-
stitions.

The body of Christ is given, taken, and eaten in the Supper, only after a heavenly and spiritual manner. And the mean whereby
the body of Christ isreceived and eaten in the Supper isfaith.

The Sacrament of the Lord® Supper was not by Christ®ordinance reserved, carried about, lifted up, or worshiped.

Article XIX--Of Both Kinds
The cup of the Lord is not to be denied to the lay people; for both the parts of the Lord® Supper, by Christ® ordinance and com-
mandment, ought to be administered to al Christians aike.

Article XX--Of the One Oblation of Christ, Finished Upon the Cross
The offering of Christ, once made, isthat perfect redemption, propitiation, and satisfaction for al the sins of the whole world,
both original and actual; and there is none other satisfaction for sin but that alone. Wherefore the sacrifice of masses, in the
which it iscommonly said that the priest doth offer Christ for the quick and the dead, to have remission of pain or guilt, isablas-
phemous fable and dangerous deceit.

Article XX1--Of the M arriage of Ministers
The ministers of Christ are not commanded by God®law either to vow the estate of single life, or to abstain from marriage;
thereforeit islawful for them, as for al other Christians, to marry at their own discretion, as they shall judge the same to serve
best to godliness.
