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Norman Neaves shares a cute story about a young 
man who went to the father of his girlfriend to ask 
for her hand in marriage. The father was skeptical. 
He didn’ t know about this young man. “Son, I like 
you,”  he said, “ I think you’re a fine person. But 
honestly I don’ t know if you know what you’re 
asking for. My daughter has very extravagant 
tastes, and I’m not sure you would be able to sup-

port her. I’m a very wealthy man myself and I can barely manage it.”  The 
young man thought for a moment and then said, “Sir, I think I have it. I 
know what you and I can do. We’ ll just pool our resources together!”  
 
Neaves continues by asking this question, “We all want to improve our-
selves and have a better lifestyle. But what if, in our attempt to have a better 
lifestyle we wind up losing our very life?”  
 
1 Timothy 6:9-10 reads, “People who want to get rich fall into temptation 
and a trap and into many foolish and harmful desires that plunge men into 
ruin and destruction. For the love of money is a root of all kinds of evil. 
Some people, eager for money, have wandered from the faith and pierced 
themselves with many griefs.”  (NIV) 
 
The Apostle Paul’s verb usage is a strong one. It does not indicate that those 
who want or long after getting rich might or could fall into temptation, but 
that they would fall into temptation. It is also important to note that Paul is 
not saying that those who are rich will inevitably wind up in ruin and de-
struction – the emphasis is on the wanting/longing. 
 
In other words, if wanting/longing for wealth becomes your primary goal in 
life, your main motivation, you are setting yourself up for a huge and ca-
lamitous fall. 
 
Neaves shares another story of a sharp young man who was graduating from 
high school and getting ready to go to college? His pastor took him to lunch 
one day to celebrate his graduation and to talk with him about his plans for 
the future. And this is the way the conversation went.  
 
The pastor asked, “Where do you see yourself in the future?”  And the young 
man said, “Well, as you know, I’ve been accepted at Harvard. And I plan to 
study real hard and graduate in three years and get as high a GPA as I can.”  
And the pastor said, “And then what?”  
 
“Well,”  said the young man, “ I plan to go to law school, preferably either at 
Harvard or Yale. And I want to make Law Review and graduate at the top 
of my class, no less than fifth. And again the pastor asked, “And then 
what?”  And the young man said, “Well then I want to join a large New 
York firm and become a partner before I’m 35 and make a whole lot of 
money.”  And so the pastor persisted with his question.

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FOUR MONTHS AGO, WE BEGAN PRINTING THE UNITED METHODIST DOCTRINAL  
STANDARDS AND GENERAL  RULES. These are the theological guidelines for the United 
Methodist Church. As EUM continues to grow, we find that many of our new church 
members did not grow up with any knowledge of the doctrinal beliefs of the United 
Methodist Church. We live in an era where many statements of faith have been es-
poused in the name of United Methodism. It is my hope that as you read our Doctrinal 
Standards you will get a better feel for our evangelical, grace filled heritage. 

 

Just as creeds such as the Apostles© Creed summarize the belief of all Christians, the Articles of Religion of 
The Methodist Church and the Confessions of Faith of The Evangelical United Brethren Church form a foun-
dation of doctrine for United Methodists. They, along with Wesley©s Sermons on Several Occasions and Ex-
planatory Notes Upon the New Testament, are "standards" of doctrine for United Methodists. 
 

The Ar ticles of Religion of the Methodist Church 
When the Methodist movement in America became a church in 1784, John Wesley provided the American 
Methodists with a liturgy and a doctrinal statement, which contained twenty-four "Articles of Religion" or 
basic statements of belief. These Articles of Religion were taken from the Thirty-Nine Articles of the Church 
of England—the church out of which the Methodism movement began—and had been the standards for 
preaching within the Methodist movement.  These articles became the basic standards for Christian belief in 
the Methodist church in North America. First published in the church©s Book of Discipline in 1790, the Arti-
cles of Religion have continued to be part of the church©s official statement of belief.

Ar ticle XXI I  -- Of the Rites and Ceremonies of Churches  

It is not necessary that rites and ceremonies should in all places be the same, or exactly alike; for they have been always different, 
and may be changed according to the diversity of countries, times, and men©s manners, so that nothing be ordained against God©s 
Word. Whosoever, through his private judgment, willingly and purposely doth openly break the rites and ceremonies of the 
church to which he belongs, which are not repugnant to the Word of God, and are ordained and approved by common authority, 
ought to be rebuked openly, that others may fear to do the like, as one that offendeth against the common order of the church, 
and woundeth the consciences of weak brethren. 
 
Every particular church may ordain, change, or abolish rites and ceremonies, so that all things may be done to edification. 

 
Ar ticle XXI I I --Of the Rulers of the United States of Amer ica  

The President, the Congress, the general assemblies, the governors, and the councils of state, as the delegates of the people, are 
the rulers of the United States of America, according to the division of power made to them by the Constitution of the United 
States and by the constitutions of their respective states. And the said states are a sovereign and independent nation, and ought 
not to be subject to any foreign jurisdiction. 

 
Ar ticle XXIV--Of Chr istian Men’s Goods 

The riches and goods of Christians are not common as touching the right, title, and possession of the same, as some do falsely 
boast. Notwithstanding, every man ought, of such things as he possesseth, liberally to give alms to the poor, according to his 
ability. 

 
Ar ticle XXV--Of a Chr istian Man’s Oath 

As we confess that vain and rash swearing is forbidden Christian men by our Lord Jesus Christ and James his apostle, so we 
judge that the Christian religion doth not prohibit, but that a man may swear when the magistrate requireth, in a cause of faith 
and charity, so it be done according to the prophet©s teaching, in justice, judgment, and truth.
