When shefinally stepped forward to get her food the only thing left was a
lonely banana. The workers were almost ashamed to tell her but she did
not seemto mind. In fact, she seemed genuinely happy to get that solitary
banana. Quietly she took the precious gift and ran across the street
where three small children waited - perhaps her sisters and brother.

Very deliberately she peeled the banana into three equal parts, placing
the precious food in the eager hands of those three younger ones. ‘One
for you,” she said, ‘and one for you and one for you.” The she sat down
and licked the inside of the banana peel herself.

And then the reporter said, “ | swear, | saw the face of God that day!”

Aswe move into a new school year | want you to reflect upon this ques-
tion, “Do you suppose anyone has ever really seen the face of God in
you?’ If not, why do you suppose that is the case?

In the book of Luke 2:52 is averse that speaks of Jesus growing in

words, Jesus wasn't just growing physically and mentally, but he was
also growing spiritualy.

Thisfal we are going to be challenging one another to grow in our faith
so that the Spirit of God can shine through our lives aswell.

Myanmar / Thailand

We were so blessed to
& have the Garrison family
7’& visit us in July. Craig
WY and Kara, along with
Repor‘té!{}- Sarah, Emilee, Kate,
and Jacob, were in the
United States for a two-month furlough from

their mission work in Myanmar (Burma).

Three years ago, the Garrisons moved to
Rangoon, Myanmar to work as missionaries
but after only 18 months, had to relocate to
Chiang Mai, Thailand. Currently, Craig over-
sees the field office for Partners Relief & De-
velopment which aids Internally Displaced
People (IDP) in Myanmar as well as those
living in refugee camps along the Thai/
Myanmar border. He assists in the coordina-
tion of aid including medical, food, clothing,
shelter, and spiritual needs. Myanmar has
been engaged in the longest-running civil
war in history--over 60 years. Many people
have been displaced, their homes destroyed,
and their families on the run. One of Craig’'s
many responsibilities includes coordinating
medical aid to these people who only want to
live their lives free from oppression. Many of
those that Partners Ministry assists are
Christians being persecuted by the Myanmar
ruling class. Additionally, he continues his
discipleship training of Myanmar nationals to
assist them in becoming multiplying leaders
in their own country.

Kara mentors and facilitates a group of
women who travel across the border area
into Thailand. During their weekly trips, Kara
has the opportunity to teach, mentor, and
encourage them. These women, in turn, re-
turn to their homes and teach groups of
women in Myanmar.

Sarah will be a junior in high school. Both
she and Jake (4th grade) attend a local inter-
national school where all teachers are them-
selves missionaries whose mission it is to
teach expatriate children. Emilee (8th grade)
and Kate (6th grade) are both
homeschooled.
