Beginning Sept. 30th with 40 Days of Commu-
nity, we are going to be offering a new Twist to
Small Groups.

1) On Sunday nights a 6:30, anyone who is in-
terested can gather at the church. Child care
will be provided.

2) We will begin the evening by watching a brief
video segment on the big screen in the sanc-
tuary.

3) Then, as you leave the sanctuary, there will
be a board with numbered slips on it—10 of
each number (#1, #2, #3, etc.).

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Missions Report: College Students Share Summer Ministry Highlights

Ben Eppinger: l@n finally back in Wisconsin after an exhausting, but

amazing summer out in Ocean City, NJ. Throughout the course of the sum-

mer, | was able to share my faith with over 150 people on the beach,

boardwalk, and at work. The highlight of the last month was a conversation

my friend Jordan and | had with two guys on the boardwalk. The two guys

said they were atheists, but were really intrigued by why we were out doing

what we were doing. We ended up talking to them for about an hour and a
half. It was a passionate conversation on both sides, but no one got angry. They talked a lot
about God not being visible. Then | got to share why | believed in God and had my faith in
Jesus Christ. They were asking a lot of tough questions, but God was providing answers. At
one point they even said, "You guys have an answer for everything." | gave them a copy of
"More Than A Carpenter" because they also had some questions about the validity of the Bible. We split up, but
about half an hour later we saw them again on the boardwalk. We said hi and they told us they had gone home,
read a little of the book, and had came out to find us again. So we talked for probably another 45 min. These
guys did not accept Christ right there, but it was amazing to be a part of a conversation where you could see
their perception of God, Christianity, and faith in general being moved forward.

As | head back to school | feel prepared to step up as a leader and head a target area. A target area leader

is in charge of leading a Bible study in that area (usually a dorm), discipling guys, and evangelism. | am excited
that God has given me this challenge and | am confident that He will use this for his glory.

Becca Johnson: ltis very difficult to sum up eleven weeks of my summer in just a few paragraphs, but | will
start by saying God radically changed me this summer. He used our entire project as well as
me personally to impact the lives of hundreds of people in New Jersey. As a whole, our pro-
ject was able to have 7,338 evangelistic conversations with people in Ocean City over the
course of the summer. Also, over 250 people accepted Christ into their lives this summer!
One of the most memorable moments of the summer was when | had the opportunity to
share the gospel with Yulia who was my co-worker at the supermarket deli where | worked.
(Part of our ministry was getting a summer job and ministering to our co-workers.) Yulia is a
college student from Moscow who was working in Ocean City for the summer. | never
thought God would use me to impact the world right there in New Jersey.
Again, there is no way to express everything. Let’s just say | am no longer the same per-
son | was when | left. God is continually showing me what it means to live for His glory. | am
so humbled to know that | was part of God’s plan this summer to impact His kingdom. My prayer is that He
would continually use me for His glory, no matter where He calls me.

Grant Buenger: | am back in the U.S. safely after an amazing summer in Brasil! We spent the majority of our
time on campus at the University of Sao Paulo, about 5 hours every Monday-Friday. While there we held out-
reaches, assisted the Brasilian students involved with Alpha e Omega (Campus Crusade),

and spent time evangelizing and talking to students. After 6 weeks at USP, we had conversa-

tions with over 500 students. Of those 500, we were able to share the gospel with about 350

of them, and 24 accepted Jesus as their Savior and friend! | was one of the blessed team

members who were able to pray with a student to accept Jesus. It was one of the best mo-

ments of my time in Sao Paulo and made the entire trip worth it.

My most favorite part of the trip was the showing of the Jesus Film in a favela (shanty
town). We took the afternoon to walk the streets and hand out flyers advertising for the film
that night. After setting up, my role for the rest of the night was being with the children. | sat
with them during the movie, played tag, swung them around, and let them take many pictures
with my camera. There was a particular boy named Lucas, age 6, who would not leave my
side the entire night. In fact, there were few times that he left my arms. At the end of the film
we gathered the children and shared the gospel with them. When we asked them how many of them wanted to
invite Jesus into their hearts and be his friend, almost all of them raised their hands. They prayed out loud with
us. While sitting with all the boys, and still holding Lucas (who’s head was on my shoulder), | had the incredible
privilege of hearing Lucas accept Jesus in my very own ear! There were 88 other children and adults who ac-
cepted Christ that night as well.

Over the course of our trip, God (like always) also did many things in my own life. He gave me more of a
passion for the good news Jesus has to offer, and an excitement to share it with people. | also learned more of
what it means to live a Spirit-filled life, and gained more confidence in who | am in Christ and who he has cre-
ated me to be. God also strengthened my heart for the nations, especially the people/students in Brazil.

When
I was little, I didn’t like growing pains whether they came in the form of achy legs or learning a
hard lesson of life.

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Dinnertime Conversation Sarters By Jim Liebelt

Much has been noted in recent years about the value of aregular family mealtime. Specifically, studies have shown that for families who
eat together, their kids are less likely to engage in at-risk behaviors like drug and alcohol use. It's important to note however, that it’s not
the meal that makes the difference! It's what happens in terms of family communication and bonding during the meal.

So, if you're working at establishing or maintaining a regular family dinnertime, and want to make the most of it, here are some simple
“agree or disagree” conversation starters to use as a springboard into communication. These aren’t intended as a platform for lecture or a
formal study, but rather take the approach as a facilitator and fellow-learner on the journey. Included with each conversation starter are
some Scripture passages that you might choose to add into the discussion.
