Spotlight:

Sam & Suman Gamadia

EUM supports Sam and Suman Ga-
madia who are missionaries with
Jeevan Shanti Radio Gospel Minis-
try. Their shortwave radio broadcasts reach Hindus all
over India, Nepal, Pakistan, the Middle East and African
Countries. They also have a Bible Correspondence
School through which listeners come to know Christ and
grow in their faith Many of these Believers go on to
share their faith with Hindus throughout the villages of
India. During follow-up visits in India, the Gamadias
hold seminars for those who have responded to broad-
casts and are studying the Bible lessons or who have
completed the seven courses.

They also have two missionaries stationed in India who
travel to different villages. Indian society is divided on
caste system. there are higher castes and lower castes.
The higher castes have no relationship whatsoever with
the lower castes. They do not even touch the lower
castes. The lower caste homes are separated from the
higher caste homes. Only the lower caste has accepted
the Christian faith. Higher castes have not. The mis-
sionaries live and plant churches in the lower caste.

The Gamadias also minister to the Gujarati Indian peo-
ple living in Dallas Metroplex. They hold Bible Study in
their home on Thursdays and worship services at a
Methodist Church on the last Saturday evening of each
month.

In their monthly newsletters, the Gamadias share some
of the letters they receive from the listeners of their radio
broadcast.

“I am pleased to inform you that the books you had sent
to me, have helped me to get new life, for which | thank
the Lord. Please send me some more books so that |
may be able to get more information about the Lord. |
greatly desire to serve the Lord.”

“l inform you that | want to get more information about
the Lord Jesus Christ. In my village, | teach the the vil-
lage people visiting their homes from 6 to 8 p.m. | am
16 years of age and study in the 8" grade. We see the
program of the Lord Jesus on T.V. and also hear the
radio program.”

The Gamadias write, “We thank you for your gifts. You
do help us to carry on the ministry and we are able with
the help of the Holy Spirit, to help the Hindu Indian peo-
ple be saved in Jesus Christ. May the Lord bless you
richly for His glory.”

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Seven Criesof Today’sTeens by Jim Burns, Phd.

Six years of Gallup youth surveys have identified ten recurring needs of teenagers. These ten needs were then put to
afresh sample of teens to measure the relative strength of these needs in the minds of survey respondents.

Three of the items included in the new survey received mild interest from the respondents — but the seven that filled
out the top of the list received overwhelming response.

So, in order of frequency of mention on the survey, here are The Top 7 Cries of Today's Teens.

The need to be trusted. Teens believe that their elders distrust them and regard them as irresponsible and unpredict-
able. Teens today want to be taken seriously — and we, as their parents, would be wise to create an environment
at home that allows them to earn that trust.

The need to be understood and loved. Please note that the teens who responded to the survey did not asked to be
“fixed and made whole.” | believe they know their lives are in heavy transition at this point. But the data from
theresearch is clear that teens tend to believe that their elders do not understand them. Teens crave to be listened
toand loved . . . preferably by parents or guardians. (And if they don't get this need met by you, Mom and Dad,
they'll go somewhere else!)

The need to feel safe and secure. Say what? Wild, reckless, self-confident teenagers who know no fear need to fedl
safe? That' s right. They need to know their home is secure and their school is safe. Sadly these days such is not
awaysthe case.

The need to believe that life is meaningful and has a purpose. Studies show that this is a growing need in the
populace as a whole . . . more than likely because the “Gen X" philosophy that postmodernism rules is on the
wane. Society in general is realizing that there are moral absolutes — and I’'m convinced that Millennials can be
the transitional generation for bringing spiritual revival to the world!

The need to be listened to — to be heard. Though this might sound like #2, there's a huge difference between fedling
“understood” and “listened to.” Thelatter takestime, and the breathless pace we lead our lives doesn’t make that possible.

The need to be appreciated and valued. A poor self-image is a key factor in anti-social behavior . . . just ask the
residents of Columbine and Paducah. Roughly one-third of all respondents to the Gallup survey indicated they
felt worthless and unappreciated.

The need to be supported in their efforts. This means anything from helping with homework to showing up at Lit-
tle League or soccer games. It's one thing to get your kids involved in alot of activities; the real benefit to your
children, however, iswhen Mom and Dad also participate.
