Sermon Series Continues 
in February!  

 
In his book, Entering Jewish Prayer: A Guide to 
Personal Devotion and the Worship Service, Reu-
ven Hammer tells the story of a second-century 
rabbi, Simeon bar Yachai, who, together with his 
son, had to flee to escape Roman persecution. 
 

“They went into a cave where they lived for twelve years, watered by a 
spring, while their food was provided by a miraculous carob tree. With-
out need to toil, without need for other human beings, they could spend 
all of their time in prayer and study. When the danger had passed and 
they left the cave, they had nothing but contempt for human beings 
who spent their time going about their daily work, declaring scornfully, 
‘They forsake eternal life and busy themselves with things of this life!’  
 
The legend relates that whatever they looked upon was consumed by 
the fire of their rage, so that God commanded them to go back to the 
cave: ‘Have you emerged in order to destroy My world?’  
 
They came back out only when they had learned that the proper wor-
ship of God must be combined with the normal occupation of life.”  
 
Hammer continues stating, “Prayer that isolates us – prayer that leads 
us to believe that we need only ourselves and God, and have no need 
for other human beings and no obligations to them; prayer that regards 
the community and its needs as unimportant - is destructive prayer. It 
consumes the world and destroys it.”  
 
There is an old story of a farmer who was single and wanted a wife. 
The farmer put an ad in the newspaper that read: “Man 35 wants a 
woman about 25 with tractor. Send picture of tractor.”  All of us are 
infected with selfishness. That is why we are told to love God and to 
allow that love of God to transform our hearts in such a way that we 
are able to extend that love to those around us. 
 
Have you noticed that the Lord’s Prayer speaks in terms of “our”  and 
“us”  and not “me”  and “mine.”  Prayer is meant to draw us closer to 
God, to transform us into God’s will, to help us be God’s ambassadors 
on this earth. 
 
I invite you to join us this month as we grow in the faith and knowl-
edge of the Lord’s Prayer.

During our three month outreach special seminars were 
held on Praise and Worship, Prayer, The Cleansing 
Stream, Power of Holy Communion, Techniques of Evan-
gelism, Women and Children Ministry, one on one coun-
seling sessions and personal prayer time.  This inspired 
the new believers and local Christian leaders to move 
forward to usher in God's Kingdom.  It was a real joy to 
work with the German Christians and watch friendships 
develop.  Several of us taught English as a means to get 
to know the local people and lead them to Jesus.    
 

The plan to expand two rooms into one room was real-
ized by a team of eleven who worked tirelessly for one 
week.  The wall came down, beams were erected and 
new windows put in place.  All this had to be done ac-
cording to historical regulation as Anja's farmhouse is 
over 150 years old.  God's light shining out of the win-
dows in Anja's House of Prayer is the result of many vol-
unteers and financial contributions.  Servants Ministry 
committed itself to raise money for the eight windows in 
the new room.  We thank those of you who already do-
nated $750.00 for each window.  Our need is to cover the 
cost for three more windows.   
 

Six team members made a prayer journey into three ma-
jor cities of Europe (Strasbourg, Brussels and Berlin) be-
lieving for God's Kingdom to come and His will to be 
done, especially in the European Union nations.  We 
lifted up the name of the one true God, the great “I AM” 
and His son Jesus Christ.  We prayed that false and 
idolatrous religions will be exposed for what they are.  
One of our team members, Pastor Steve Jared, will re-
turn to the area on January 9, 2008 to do a follow-up of 
three weeks of discipling, preaching and consulting with 
potential leaders of the new Free Church.
