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Norman Neaves tells the story of a com-
munity-wide Easter pageant that assigned 
various people in the town to play the dif-
ferent parts. The character of Jesus went to 
a most unlikely person - a big, burly, bar-

room brawler, an oilfield worker, the most unlikely person to 
be typecast as our Lord. After several weeks of rehearsals, 
the day of the Easter Pageant finally arrived. 
 
When they came to the part of the play where Jesus was be-
ing led away to be crucified, one little man, filling in as a 
part of the crowd, got caught up in the emotion of the drama. 
He joined in the shouts of “Crucify him! Crucify him!”  as 
Jesus was led away toward Calvary. Then, in the midst of 
shouting insults at the top of his lungs, he accidentally 
sprayed some spit in the face of the character playing Jesus 
as the actor walked by carrying the cross on his back. The 
oilfield worker stopped in his tracks, reached up and wiped 
his face dry. And then he looked at the little man and said: 
“ I'll be back to take care of you after the resurrection.”  
 
Well, isn’ t that the beauty of the Kingdom of God? Jesus, 
through his Holy Spirit, has come back to take care of us - 
his sons and daughters! 
 
I pray that we allow the Spirit of God to lead, guide, and 
comfort us this year. I pray that we will allow God to trans-
form us into God’s image; rather than us trying to transform 
God into our image. 
 
If you have not already begun “doing life with God,”  then 
why not invite the Holy Spirit to help you begin your spiri-
tual formation today. Come join us as we grow in God’s 
faith.

The Garrison Family  

Missionaries to

serving in Southeast Asia.  In their 
current newsletter they said a spe-
cial thanks to all who assisted 
them in purchasing a family-sized 

vehicle.  The car is paid in full and has been comfortably 
and safely transporting their family of six.  The Garrison 
children shared their perspectives of the last year.     
 

Sarah (age 16):  At first it didn’t seem that we kids had a 
role to play over here (in SE Asia). In fact, we didn’t even 
like the move, but over time we came to realize that there 
was a reason that all six of us were here...many of the 
people we encountered in Burma were ecstatic simply be-
cause we chose to leave America to come and live with 
them. If we had done nothing else other than stand beside 
them, that would have been enough.  They want to know 
that someone outside their borders cares.  I believe I have 
moved toward a greater appreciation of the poor. The 
word “poverty” has millions of individual faces which I can 
no longer generalize.  As I enter into this new year, I sense 
that God wants me to surrender more to him. Not just in a 
spiritual sense, but in the time that I normally use for other 
things. I think it is no coincidence that I now live in this 
season of time, and in this place. He has determined them 
for me (Acts 17:26). 
 

Emilee (age 14):  During this past year I have really 
sensed God watching over me. Every time that I have 
been afraid that something would not get worked out right, 
I have ended up recognizing that I was protected, and that 
he is taking care of me.  Also, I have sensed Him remind-
ing me not to forget him. To focus on Him, rather than be-
ing distracted or consumed with day to day life. When my 
mind is clear, I am able to pray for others.  If there was 
only one thing that I was able to share with our friends 
back home, it would be to pray for the poor and op-
pressed. Several times this past year I have been bur-
dened for the people of Burma and my prayer has been 
that they would find comfort in the midst of the oppressive, 
harsh rule under which they live.  The verse in Acts 17:26 
reminds me that He has a plan and a purpose for me here 
and now - not just when I’m older.  “From one man he 
made every nation of men...and he determined the times 
set for them and the exact places where they should live.”  
Acts 17:26 
 

Kate (age 11):  One of my spiritual highlights for 2007 was 
getting baptized to show that I am a follower of Jesus 
Christ (all four of us kids were baptized on the same day!) 
The icy water from the waterfall wasn’t a highlight–it took 
the breath right out of me!  (Several Thai people sat on a 
nearby rock to watch us. We hope that it was meaningful

to them in some way.)  If I could share one thing 
about last year with people back home, it would 
be my experience at Mae-Ra-Moe refugee camp. 
Just for being there many little girls came bringing 
gifts of beaded necklaces, bracelets, rings, and 
one girl gave me a beautiful Karen woven shirt! It 
was difficult because I had nothing to give them in 
return.  (There are rules about giving gifts there.) 
Even though they owned almost nothing, they 
were generous with me. 
 

During the past few days that this letter has been 
under construction, Jacob (age 9) has been 
swamped with homework. Instead of interviewing 
him, we would like to share a story.  Last year our 
family was traveling up a dirt mountain road in 
pursuit of a remote camping spot that a friend had 
recommended.  It was dry season and as we 
rounded a 90 degree corner we quickly discov-
ered the dirt had become loose. The tires on the 
truck began spinning, and gradually we were slip-
ping down the mountain, without maneuverability 
to turn the corner backwards.  We sensed we 
were in danger.  We are still keenly aware of three 
responses which occurred in the split seconds of 
that moment. Craig began hyperventilating as he 
quickly yanked on the emergency brake, while 
Kara became so gripped with fear that she 
stopped breathing. Simultaneously, however, 
there was a small voice from the back seat, “Lord, 
please help us up this mountain by your power 
and by your might, in Jesus’ name.” Craig ex-
haled, and as he released the brake, the tires took 
hold.  While Jacob is certainly “all boy,” we have 
seen a discerning sensitivity develop in his life 
over the past year. Indeed, he is always the first to 
pray for anyone who is sick or in need.

Ministering to the Young! 

Mother’s Day Out was designed to min-
ister to parents, mostly to mom’s, by 
providing a “day” out, while their chil-
dren were being cared for in a loving, 
welcoming Christian environment.  28 
years later we are still ministering to 
parents by providing that “day” or  
“days” out for Mom’s, Dad’s and even

viding what we call “Chapel Time.”  Chapel Time is a 10-15 
minute time period where we gather the children and share a 
Bible story, songs and finger-plays.
