Some ornithologists gathered up ten of these little birds
inalittle villagein Wales. More specifically, the gathered
the birds from a particular courtyard in that Welsh village.
They marked each one of these ten birds with alabel fas-
tened to one of itslegs and put them all in a crate and then
shipped them by air all the way across the Atlantic Ocean to
Boston, Massachusetts. Once they got the birds to Boston
they opened up the crate and let al ten birds go.

The birds flew up in the air above the ornithologists and
started circling until al ten were free. The birds then flew
east, out toward the Atlantic Ocean, and soon they disap-
peared from sight. Exactly two weeks later, almost exactly
at the very time they had been picked up and labeled and
shipped across the Atlantic, the first of theselittle birds
landed in the courtyard of that small village in Wales that
had been their home. Then the second one came and landed,
and then the third and eventually all ten of them had made it
back home! Norman Neaves put it thisway, “It was asif
deep inside of their being, they have been encoded to know
where their home is and how to get there from wherever
they arein the world.”

| believe that we have something very similar buried
deep inside us as well. A homing device that continuesto
draw us back into arelationship with Jesus through the
Body of Christ.

It has been my experience that the next few months can
be very hectic for families with last-minute school activities
and other demands vying for our time. | hope your spiritual
homing device keeps you connected to your faith family
over this period; as we continue to deepen our faith and
grow in our walk with God.
