Milk Money:  As the new school year begins, families are bombarded with many 
expenses.  Again, this year, we are reaching out to the faith community to assist 
with the milk fund project. 

 
Each day, Triton students in grades 1-5 have a milk break.  This is usually in the 
afternoon because some children eat their lunch around 11 a.m. There is a con-
tinuing need among families for funds to pay for the additional $22 per trimester 
for the milk.  If there are several children in the family, this is an expense that 
even though a parent would like to provide, they cannot do it with all the other 
expenses that need to be met.  

 
This doesn‘t mean that the children will not get milk during the day. Milk is pro-
vided at breakfast and lunch for all children.  Everyone gets this including those 
on free and reduced lunches.  However, at milk/snack break time only kinder-
garteners get milk and snack provided. All the other children have to purchase 
their milk and bring a snack from home. 

 
At this time there are children in grades 1-5 that cannot afford to pay for milk and 
probably do not have a snack from home.  Can you imagine how sad you would 
be if your child did not have milk to drink or a snack to eat while all their friends 
did? 

 
Members of the Deborah Circle Bible study group at Faith Lutheran Church in 
Dodge Center are sponsoring the fund-raising project to provide milk to the chil-
dren that would otherwise not have anything during this time. 

 
May we challenge you to support this effort? If an individual or a group would 
like to contribute to this project, please send funds to Triton District Office, 813 
West Highway Street, Dodge Center, MN 55927.

Save Your Tapes:  When you do grocery shopping at Erdman‘s please save 

your cash register receipts and bring them to the church.  We receive a rebate 

of the percentage of the totals of the tapes that we turn back in.  Pails for these 

tapes are labeled and kept in the fellowship hall.  The tapes are collected twice 

a year – the next collection will be on or before January 1, 2011 for tapes dated 

between July 1, 2010—December 31, 2010.  Please do not include tapes that 

do not fall into that timeframe.  We receive one-half of one percent of the total 

tapes turned in.  Our last collection earned us $76.51.  Let‘s see if we can beat 

that number for the next collection!.  Please note, we no longer receive a rebate 

for the John‘s tapes, therefore we are no longer collecting John‘s tapes.

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Church Usage:  Faith now has church usage guidelines for those wishing to 

use the church facility or equipment from the church.  We ask that all people 

wishing to use the church (or equipment from the church—i.e. tables/chairs etc.) 

contact Shannon at sld_dewitz@yahoo.com or 507-676-4741 to reserve the 

church/equipment for your date/time.  The church building will be given out on a 

first come basis (with preference going to members of Faith).  Equipment will 

also be loaned out on a first come basis.  Once Shannon is contacted and the 

date is okayed, she will then send you a church usage packet with an applica-

tion form along with guidelines/rules.  We ask that you fill out an application 

form each time you request to use the church or borrow equipment.  We hope 

that this new system will help us better keep track of reservations and church 

property.   

 

Changes to Fees:  The Church Council has made a change to the church us-

age policy.  The Council has voted to implement a refundable $40 cleaning de-

posit for all organizations/groups (both profit and non-profit).  After your event is 

over and your area has been satisfactorily put back in order (tables/chairs put 

back in place & cleaned off, garbage taken out if food is put into it, floors 

cleaned up, etc.), your original check will be returned to you.  For girl/boy scouts 

who meet frequently throughout the year at Faith, we ask that you pay a one-

time $40 deposit to be held by Faith until the end of the scout year (May), when 

it will then be returned to you. 

 

The Council voted that this new deposit rule take effect immediately.  Those 

who already have reservations with the church will be contacted via mail within 

the next week regarding this change.
