Jayne and I were visiting with some friends after my vacation in July when one of them 
asked, ñAre you excited to be back at church or did you forget how to preach?ò  Before I 
could answer, my normally soft-spoke wife replied in jest, ñHeôs so fired up Iôm afraid on 
Sunday he is going to throw the Bible down our throats.ò  The group laughed as I turned 
bright red at Jayneôs comment. Throwing the Bible down someoneôs throat is not the 
image I am working towards as a preacherðat the same time, I have found myself 
daydreaming about Jayneôs comment as I prepare for fall.     
 
Experience has taught me that most people at Faith Lutheran would like to read their 
Bibles more often but have trouble doing so for a variety of reasons.  As we approach 
Rally Sunday, I feel a strong call to help people get to know their Bibleôs better.  No, I 
really am not going to try to ñram the Bible down anyoneôs throatò as my wife joked, but I 
do want to make it easier for the People of Faith to read, understand, and apply the 
Bible to your lives.   To this goal, here are a few small things we will be doing:  
 

¶ Narrative Lectionary: This is a series of readings from Fall to Spring that will give 

listeners a general overview of the story of Scripture.  We wonôt touch on every book 
of the Bible but will give people an overall view of what happened to Godôs People 
as they move through the Scriptures.  At least twenty Lutheran congregations in 
southeastern Minnesota will be joining us on this adventureðtheir pastors will be 
coming to Dodge Center on occasion to visit about upcoming texts and how to plan 
worship so be sure to say óHiô to any strange looking people lurking around the 
buildingðthey are probably clergy! 

¶ Bulletin: The bulletins will have a brief review of the stories we have covered over 

the last few weeks, an introduction to the dayôs reading, along with a preview and 
suggested Bible readings for the following Sunday.  If people find them helpful, we 
may even include some reflection questions on occasion for you to use at your own 
discretion. 

¶ Art: Images tell storiesðso we have some pictures you will be seeing around the 

church that help retell the stories of Godôs People. 
 
Why are we putting so much focus on trying to get 
people to know Godôs Story?  The answer is simpleð
the Bible is the book through which we discover who 
we are, who God is, and what He is doing in the world 
and in our lives.  The more accessible your Bibleôs 
becomeðthe more you are going to understand the 
incredible love God has for you!
