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Little Activities for Little People

Bables
Your baby will enjoy pushing his or her
feet against your hands. Talk with and
encourage your baby about his or her
leg movement. Say, Your feet are
pushing my hands. You are getting
very strong! Jesus loves you! While
your baby is having fun moving his or
her legs, your baby will also be grow-
ing in understanding language.

e Babies enjoy looking at books with
pictures of familiar items. Since babies
like to not only study the pictures but
also taste and handle the pages, it's
important to have durable, washable
books for your baby. As you enjoy a
book with your baby, point to and de-
scribe what your child sees. For in-
stance, |see the yellow truck. Here’s
the blue bird.
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Toddlers

When your toddler plays near another
toddler, make sure you have several
toys available. Children at this age
play side by side in their own little
worlds—unless one has a toy that
another just has to have! Having sev-
eral interesting toys helps solve this
problem. Sharing is a concept yet to
be learned by toddlers.

Help your child safely explore a variety
of seasonal items: pumpkin, Indian
corn, squash, fall leaves. Talk with
your child about the variety of colors
and textures. Say, Look at the colors
of these leaves. | see an orange leaf.
| see a yellow leaf. God made
leaves. God loves you.

[ DO IT! ]

Jesus Loves Us All
Who are the children Jesus loves?
Jesus loves us all!

He loves us when we clap (clap hands);
He loves us when we crawl (crawl on
floor).

He loves us when we walk (walk
around);

He loves us when we fall (plop down on
ground).

Who are the children Jesus loves?
Jesus loves us all. Jesus loves you!

Show your child a picture of Jesus from
a child’s Bible story book. Point to Jesus
and say His name. Tell your child that
Jesus loves every child. Say the finger
play above, making motions with your
fingers. If your child is interested, repeat
the finger play slowly and encourage
him or her to act out the actions with you
by clapping, crawling, walking and plop-
ping down on the floor. Say your child’s
name in the last line of the finger play.

SING IT!

Each Little Child
(Tune: “Mary Had a Little Lamb”)

Jesus loves each little child,
little child, little child.
Jesus loves each little child.
He loves you, yes, He does.

Sing this song to your child, inserting
your child’s name in place of “each little
child.” Show your child a picture of Je-
sus. Say, Jesus loves you! Sing the
song. Point to Jesus when you sing His
name. Point to your child when you sing
his or her name.
