e  One of the first words a baby learnsto e

recognize is his or her own name.
Toward the end of the first year, a
baby will sometimes show signs of
having heard his or her name in the
middle of normal conversation. Babies e
also enjoy hearing their names in a
song. Almost any simple children’s
song can easily be adapted to include
your child’s name.

e A cool breeze is always refreshing in
August. Open a window or simply
blow on your baby’s arm, cheek or
hair to give your child a refreshing
treat.
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When holding your toddler in your lap,
gently and briefly tickle his or her legs
or feet. If your child shows enjoyment,
join in the laughter. Talk about your
enjoyment in playing with your child.
