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tongue has the power of life and 
death, and those who love it will eat 
its fruit.” It was explained to us by 
the child therapist that ONE nega-
tive comment toward a child needed 
to be countered by TEN positive 
comments within the hour just to 
minimize the effects of the first 
comment. That is a staggering con-
cept. The negative words spoken to 
us are so powerful that it takes ten 
times the amount of positive words 
to counteract the one negative.  

Make it a habit to praise your 
child for their efforts even if they do 
fall short from time to time. Positive 
encouragement is far more likely to 
propel them to-
wards excellence 
than unfair com-
parisons and put 
downs.  

A few words 
to live by: “If you 
can’t say some-

thing nice, do something nice in-
stead.”
