Have you ever wondered why God brought our Savior into 

the world as a baby?  

Listen to this great devotional from our These Days maga-

zine (December 7, 2010): Miriam Kishi writes, I have noticed that 

God continuously says, ‘I am with you’, from God’s call to Abra-

ham to assurances in Psalms to Isaiah’s prophecies.  

But we didn’t get it, so God tried something new. Who does-

n’t notice a baby? God knew you would either want to hold it, like 

me, or change your seat on the plane. But you do notice a baby.  

During this Advent consider how God has always wanted to 

be with you. Open yourself to the wonder of God coming as a 

baby, hoping to get your attention, past your defenses, so you 

could bask in the baby’s smile and finally know God is with you.

That’s what Ad-

vent is all about. It’s not about the gifts, the company, or the cele-

brations…it’s about Emmanuel—God with us.
