Mission Note: Called Near Home
 
 Are you called to the mission fi eld?  
 The image of the mission fi eld is often of far away places across the globe and those 
missions are wonderful.  But perhaps this type of mission seems a bit further than you 
can envision participating in, or one in which you would feel uncomfortable.  Yet, you 
still feel called.  There is an answer for you and it is close to home: The Grace UMC/
AGMK mission trip to God’s Country Cooperative (GCCP) on the Eastern end of 
Michigan’s Upper Peninsula (U. P.).  Join us in mission this June, the 13-19th.  
 Our leadership team from Grace UMC/AGMK visited Katie Peterson and GCCP at 
the end January,.  She provided us with a preview of our project for the mission week.  
Located near Newberry, our mission will be to work on a 70 x 14 foot trailer that is 
the home of an older woman.  We will be doing a number of things including: siding 
and insulating the home including building out the windows, adding aluminum fascia 
and soffi t, and repairing, or building stairs at front and back entrances.  There will also 
be some interior work: completing installation of a tile fl oor in the kitchen, including 
attaching tiles, fi tting and grouting remaining tiles.  We will also repair the fl oor of a 
bedroom and insulate a laundry room.
 Our team will consist of both adults and youth.  Each person will be responsible 
for signed and notarized paperwork enabling him or her to participate on this trip (this 
will be provided by team leaders).  All adults are REQUIRED to have your church or 
conference’s Child Protection Policy training within the past 3 years and a background 
check completed - prior to coming on the Trip.  Amazing Grace Ministries will assist 
with these processes.
 Each person regardless of age must supply a $25 non-refundable deposit to Amazing 
Grace Ministries for GCCP the week before April 1, so it may be given to GCCP on 
that date.  Each team member will need to contribute to travel, housing and food costs 
(totals to come); each member of the team will also need to donate $100 per person to 
the work projects for supplies.  Travel costs will include contributions to gasoline costs 
for the trip and travel to sites, which are approximately $20 for each person.  Food 
would be approximately $15 per day per person.  Participants will want to bring money 
to eat out on the way to and from the project and go to tourist activities near the work 
site.  They also will be asked to bring a snack food such as pretzels, granola, cookies, 
snack cakes, etc. of their choice, and a box of breakfast cereal of their choice.

 In March we will be reading This Present Darkness by Frank Peretti.  We'll meet March 18th at 7 p.m. in the 
Church lobby.  This is a week later than normal since the second Thursday is Tech's break.  Please join us for 
fellowship, great discussion and of course treats.

 A little bit about this work of classic work of fi ction: This Present Darkness is among the classic novels of the 
Christian thriller genre. First published in 1986, Peretti's book set a suspenseful standard in spiritual warfare sto-
ry-telling that has rarely been met by his contemporaries. Set in the apparently innocent small town of Ashton, 
This Present Darkness follows an intrepid born-again Christian preacher and newspaper reporter as they unearth 
a New Age plot to take over the local community and eventually the entire world. Nearly every
page of the book describes sulfur-breathing, black-winged, slobbering demons battling with tall, handsome, 
angelic warriors on a level of reality that is just beyond the senses. However, Christian believers and New Age 
demon-worshippers are able to infl uence unseen clashes between good and evil by the power of prayer. Peretti's 
violent descriptions of exorcisms are especially vivid: "There were fi fteen [demons], packed into Carmen's body 
like crawling, superimposed maggots, boiling, writhing, a tangle of hideous arms, legs, talons,
and heads." This book is not for the squeamish. But for page-turning spiritual suspense, it's hard to beat.
