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UNDERSTANDING SCRIPTURE
 PART 2
Because scripture contains words pertaining to how I might gain eternal life, it is of the
 utmost importance
 that we properly understand it. 
 In our quest to correctly understand
 scripture
, various questions must be 
ask
. Last week the question, “
who is speaking
” was discussed, noting that everything in the Bible does not come from inspired lips, and we must be careful not to accept something as truth that didn’t come from God.
The second question to ask is, 
“to whom is it spoken?”
 There are many places in scripture where a command is given to a particular person or group of people which pertains only to a present situation or event. For instance, in Genesis 6.14 God says, “
Make yourself an ark of gopher wood.” 
This command was given specifically to Noah, not anyone else. It pertained to an event that would happen in the future during the days N
oah. God was not commanding us 
to build an ark out of gopher wood or any other type of wood that we might shelter our family from a global flood. 
Mark 16.17-18 is another example of a passage where it is critical that we understand 
“to whom is it spoken?”
 Christ said,  
“
And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; 
18
 they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.”
Over the years, some have taken this passage to mean, that people today “who believe in Jesus
,
” can handle snakes and drink poison without being harmed.  But on closer examination of the passage you will discover that Jesus was specifically speaking to His Apostles. That He was promising these miraculous signs to them alone, not to those who would come after.
I believe that knowing “
to whom is it spoken
” will go a long way in helping you understand scripture.
