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“Do this in Remembrance of Me”
Luke 2.8-11 
“Now there were in the same country shepherds living out in the fields, keeping watch over their flock by night. And behold,
 
an angel of the Lord stood before them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and they were greatly afraid. Then the angel said to them, “Do not be afraid, for behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy which will be to all people. For there is born to you this day in the city of David a Savior, who is Christ the Lord.”
Today all across the world, people are celebrating the birth of Jesus Christ. Christmas has been a favorite holiday of those who claim to believe in and worship Jesus as the Son of God, for centuries. Numerous songs have been sung, untold nativity scenes have been erected and billions of dollars have been spent commemorating the bi
rth of the baby Jesus on December 25
th
.
Though many believe the Lord is pleased by celebrating His birth,
 when you examine the Biblical account of the birth of Chr
ist you will find 
no command, example or necessary in
ference that instructs us to do so
. In fact, instead of celebrating His birth, the Divine record points to a future time of celebration, a celebration of His death.
Look carefully at what the angel told the shepherds
 in Luke 2.
 “
I bring you good tidings of great joy which will be to all people.” 
The angel says that the time of “
great joy…will be
.” The expression “
will be
” is not to be interpreted in the present
, at His birth, 
but
 a 
time 
 in
 the future. A time when “
all people
” would share in “
great joy”
 brought to earth by the
 Savior.  A Savior is born, sounds like the reason for great joy, but whom had Christ saved at His birth? Was He anyone’s Savior as He lay in the manger? Had He overcome all the temptations that face man to make Him worthy to be a High Priest who could “
sympathize with our weaknesses
” (
Heb
 4.15)?
 
 
No, not at this point in time.
 But the Child would grow and live 33 more years, 
then lay down His life for the sins of mankind
. At t
hat point, He became our Savior. At that point, He 
brought 
 great
 joy to all people. 
The angel would go on to say, Luke 2.12-14 “
And this 
will be
 the sign to you: You will find a Babe wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger.” And suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God and saying:  “Glory to God in the highest, And on earth peace, goodwill toward men!”

According to the heavenly host, to whom was the glory to be given? Was it to be given to the 
“Babe wrapped in swaddling clothes
.” Or 
given to “
God in the highest”? 
It seems to me that glory was to be given to God not the Babe.
This is not to say that the birth of Jesus was not a great and wonderful thing. In fact, the “
word
” becoming flesh
 (John 1.14)
 was the most significant event, up to 
that 
 point
 in time
. But nowhere does our Lord instruct us to celebrate this event annually, whether it be December 25
th
 or any other day of the year. 
The truth is
,
 it is His death that the Lord wan
ts us to remember and celebrate
. In 1 C
orinthians 11.23-27, Paul 
remind
s
 th
e Christians at Corinth 
wh
at Christ
 wants us
 to 
remember 
.
 He would write 
“For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to you: that the Lord Jesus on the 
same
 night in which He was betrayed took bread; 
 
 and when He had given thanks, He broke 
it
 and said, “Take, eat;
 
 this is My body which is broken
 
 for you; do this in remembrance of Me.”  In the same manner 
He
 also 
took
 the cup after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in 
My
 blood. 
This do
, as often as you drink 
it,
 in remembrance of Me.”  For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death till He comes.”
On the night of His betrayal, Christ tells us to remember His broken body and blood. He
 says, “
My body which is 
broken
 
 for
 you; do this in remembrance of Me.”  
He would take the cup and say, “
as often as you drink 
it,
 in remembrance of 
Me
.” 
This celebration of His death was to last “
till he comes.”
 
 In Acts 20.7 on the 
“
first day of the week
”, 
the church at Troas was doing just that.  
Co
mmemorating the Lords Supper,
 celebr
ating the death of Christ.
 
 As each week begins with a “first day” our Lord wants us to celebrate His death every w
eek.
 
Solomon wrote long ago in Ecclesiastes 7.1 “
A good name is better than precious ointment; and the day of death than the day of one’s birth.” 
The good name of Jesus Christ is remembered for His death every first day of the week, just as the Lord instructed. 
There is no Biblical warrant, precedent, nor precept for remembrance of the day of Christ's birth as a day of special religious celebration.
