“Gold Rush”





	In August of 1896 Skookum Jim and Tagish Charlie were looking for Skookum’s sister Kate and her husband George. George and Kate were fishing at the mouth of the Klondike River. They were not looking for gold. Through an accidental meeting and conversation with a local prospector, they did find the gold that led to the rush. The rest is a matter of history.


	Within the next twelve months, over 100,000 people left their homes to search for treasure in Alaska. Some came from as far away as Europe, South Africa, and Australia. Conditions were horrendous. It took three months to travel approximately twenty-five miles up the mountain from Skagway carrying fifteen hundred pounds of supplies. The pathway became known as “Dead horse trail”.  So many horses died on the trail it was said a person could walk over a half mile up one narrow gorge without their feet touching the ground. There were so many people on the trail, if a person got out of line it could take hours to get back in line. When  reaching the top of this first incline, they still had over five hundred miles to reach the gold fields.


	It is amazing to what lengths we will go to find earthly treasure. We may not drop everything and take off to Alaska on foot, but the result is the same. Scripture says the love of money is the root of all sorts of evil. (I Tim.6:10) We will take a job knowing the hours required of us will keep us from worshipping. We will volunteer for overtime in hopes of getting rich. We will take a job in a city where there is no church. We will take a job where the product, services or the employees are not good for our reputation and influence.
