I Kgs.19:4 Elijah was being pursued to be killed by order of Jezebel. He lay down under a tree and was so discouraged he asked God to take his life. He was told by an angel to “Get up and eat”. Later the Lord said at least twice, “ What are you doing here Elijah?” He later told him to Go and return to Damascus.

Moses, Jonah, Elijah, Joshua, and Jesus went through tougher times than most of us will ever experience, but they “got up” because God the Father provided.

Where is my faith? I need to get up and be God’s servant in good and difficult times. What about you? Let us GET UP !
