“Whatever”!  That may sound like a strange sermon title, but it actually comes right out of our Scripture.  By the time this message is over you will understand what “whatever” means.
· God is a God of order.  He works and acts according to fixed principles.
· God is sovereign.  He is over the affairs of mankind and nothing happens by chance.
Ill.  T.J. Cell phone delivery

First Word
· “Do not be deceived” vs. 7   English word planet.  Ancients used to travel by the stars and planets.  They were deceived because the planets moved.
· Many “deceived” today.
Practical Fatalist – believe the things that happen to them are just a series of random acts or events that have nothing to do with their choices or decisions.
Second Word
· “God is not mocked” vs. 7   Rare word used only here in N.T.  It’s the idea of making a fool of someone, to turn up one’s nose.
· Paul’s point is no one will ever make God look like an idiot.
· It’s a warning for our good.
Ill.  Gas light/oil light/National Weather Service
· God has ordained that we reap what we sow.  What kind of seeds have you been sowing?

7 Laws of the Harvest (James MacDonald)

1. We harvest only what has been planted.  Vs. 7

· So obvious, but usually look over the obvious things.
· Someone says, “Hey, I can’t believe what’s happening to me, I have such bad luck”.
· Difference between circumstance and consequence.
˃ A circumstance is an event beyond your control, resulting from forces or influences you did not cause and cannot change.  Ex. May or may not include a health crisis, financial crisis or relationship crisis.
˃ A consequence on the other hand, results wholly or in part from you, things you’ve done, things you’ve said, places you’ve gone, priorities you pursued, resolutions you neglected, choices you made, resulting from what you planted and sowed – Harvest time
Ill.  Parents who sowed seeds of deception in the soil of their son (taxes, mall bump up)
    	      Son later was kicked out of college for cheating.
· You are responsible for what you plant.  Ill.  Lazy farmer – says too wet to plant, seed too expensive, need to catch up on personal pleasures – then summer comes and there are no crops to harvest.
· You harvest what you plant.  2 Cor. 9:6, Pro. 12:11
Ex. Lonnie Riley – truck paid for ($1,300 worth repairs) Random act?  No, Lonnie planted seeds of faith, trust, obedience and surrender to the Lord.

2. We harvest the same in kind as we plant.  Vs. 7

· Single word “whatever”.  It’s not whatever with an attitude, but whatever a man sows, he reaps.
· Sow to the flesh – vs. 8 and reap destruction and corruption.
· Self is demanding and it wants what it wants immediately.
· Contrast corruption – (vs. 8) with eternal life – (vs 8b)
· Be patient, wait on God and plant good things and you’ll reap a great harvest.

· “Will not work” not can’t work
· America is reaping a harvest of idleness and laziness
5 – Law of Materialism – I Timothy 6:10
· Money is not wrong
· Money will not make you happy
· Use it to glorify God
4 – Law about Speech – Eph. 4:29
· What if we had an audio and video of your last 50,000 words for the church to see and hear
· Every time you open your mouth you’re sowing seeds that will come back to you
3 – Law of Conflict – Matt. 18:15
· Were you offended by someone this week?  How did you respond?  Did you apply the law of conflict?
· Go to them and work it out.  The harvest will be great gain!  Ex. Spouse, child, neighbor, church member, co-worker
· Don’t drag a trailer full of grudges
2 – Law about Forgiveness – Col. 3:12-13
· How many people do you have to refuse to forgive to be an unforgiving person?  Just one!
· How many of your sins did Jesus die for?  All!
1 – Law about Salvation – I John 5:11-12
· “He who has the Son (Jesus) has the life, he who does not have the Son of God does not have the life”
· Without Jesus you will reap eternal Hell

7 Laws of the Harvest

1. We harvest only what has been planted
2. We harvest the same in kind as we plant
3. We harvest in a different season than we plant
˃This is where the deception comes in
Ill.  Johnny/Watermelon         
“Be sure your sin will find you out” (Numbers 32:23)
Application – Whenever you see a watermelon remember the principle “whatever”
4. We harvest more than we plant
• That’s God’s part
• Can be negative or positive
5. We harvest in proportion as we plant
• Hard work leads to good results
• Graduates have a lot of laps left (opportunities and time)
6. We harvest a crop of good only if we persevere
• Evil harvest comes on its own
• Don’t give up, hang in there, keep going
• In due season – “unique to you”
7. There is nothing we can do about last year’s harvest, but we can about this year
• Start making godly choices
• Be the person God created you to be
• These principles can be a turning point in your life
