[23] When they hurled their insults at him, he did not 
retaliate; when he suffered, he made no threats. Instead, he entrusted himself to him who judges justly. [24] He himself 
bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that we might die to sins and live for righteousness; by his wounds you have 
been healed. [25] For you were like sheep going astray, but now you have returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of 
your souls.   

  
 

Isaiah 53:4-5 Surely he took up OUR infirmities and carried OUR sorrows, yet we considered him stricken by 
God, smitten by him, and afflicted. [5] But he was pierced for OUR transgressions, he was crushed for OUR 
iniquities; the punishment that brought US peace was upon him, and by his wounds WE are healed.
