Genesis 14:20-22 (NIV) 
And blessed be God Most High, who 

delivered your enemies into your hand." 
Then Abram gave him a tenth of 

everything. [21] The king of Sodom said 
to Abram, "Give me the people and keep 
the goods for yourself." [22] But Abram 

said to the king of Sodom, "I have raised 
my hand to the Lord, God Most High, 

Creator of heaven and earth, and have 
taken an oath...



Genesis 14:23-24 (NIV) 
...that I will accept nothing belonging to 
you, not even a thread or the thong of a 
sandal, so that you will never be able to 

say, 'I made Abram rich.' [24] I will 
accept nothing but what my men have 
eaten and the share that belongs to the 

men who went with me...

Melchizedek

�was both KING and PRIEST

�was a BLESSER 

�received TITHES 

�had significant TITLES 

�had a significant FAMILY HISTORY

(Constable)



What we Learn about Jesus...

�He is King of Peace  

Isaiah 9:6-7 (NIV) For to us a child is 
born, to us a son is given, and the 
government will be on his shoulders. 
And he will be called Wonderful 
Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting 
Father, Prince of PEACE. [7] Of the 

increase of his government and 
PEACE there will be no end...



What we Learn about Jesus...

�He is King RIGHTEOUSNESS

Isaiah 9: 7 (NIV) Of the increase of his 
government and peace there will be no 
end He will reign on David's throne and 
over his kingdom, establishing and 
upholding it with JUSTICE and 
RIGHTEOUSNESS from that time on 
and FOREVER. The zeal of the Lord 

Almighty will accomplish this.
