Pledge to Your Church

The next article in the series “I Want My Church to Grow” involves the subject that Jesus talked about more than any other in the Bible – Money! Jesus knew that money would be a big issue for us. He knew that “the love of money is the root of all kinds of evil” (1 Timothy 6:10) and that we “cannot serve both God and money” (Matthew 6:24). Over and over again, Jesus cautioned us about money. He told us that our desire to get rich will lead us into ruin and destruction (1 Timothy 6:9) and that the only thing we need for this journey is a staff (Mark 6:8). I think that he wanted us to understand that all that we have comes from him and all that he gives us is enough! He wanted us to trust in him, not in money.

Knowing all of this, what then do we do with our money? For some of us, that means tithing – giving God the first 10% of all that we are given: time, talent and treasure. For others of us, this means being a “first fruits” giver – God gets the first proportional part of all of our gifts. Still others of us give to God what we feel we can give. What God wants most is for us to WANT to give, not to give because we have to.  2 Corinthians tells us that “Each of you should give what you have decided in your heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver.” However, no matter how we choose to show God our thankfulness for what we have, he does expect us to give to his church. How do we do that? Through our pledges.

Our generous pledge will not only help St. Andrew’s to grow by doing good ministry for our members and those in need around us, it will also help us to grow as Christians. Learning to put our trust in God to provide for us strengthens our faith. Money can’t buy happiness; money can’t protect us from harm; money can’t get us into heaven. Only through a relationship with Jesus do we find real contentment, true peace and eternal life. In the end, our pledge is a measure of our trust in God, because the greater our pledge, the greater our need to rely on God to provide. The most important thing to remember is that God wants us to give to his church with thankful hearts, in other words: pledge!
