That sounds a little silly, but there will probably be quite a few that would fit into more than one section, (for example, “Easy Oven Beef Stew” sounds like it should be with the “Soups and Stews”, but it also could be in “One Pot Meals”, or “Cook Once, Eat Twice”). But no matter what their categories are, all recipes will be in the Index not only by category but also by their name. That should make it easier to find the recipes that sound interesting to you. 

The women also agreed that we will send letters requesting recipes to all the Churches in our Diocese as well as the Pasadena Churches of all denominations, the local restaurants, businesses, and our elected representatives. 

Our goal is to get the recipes and all that goes with them to the printer no later than the end of July. That should get the finished product back to us by about the middle of September so we can offer them for sale in time to be used as Christmas gifts. Advance orders will be taken at Church a few weeks before they come in. After that, we hope to have permission to sell them outside of Lauer’s and other area stores. 

Finally, we’re asking again for YOUR favorite recipes. While we tried at first to have all the ingredients listed by standard measures (such as “x” cups of potatoes instead of “2 large potatoes)”, we found that many people were not submitting their recipes because they didn’t know what the “conversion” should be. The women agreed that since almost ALL of the cookbooks we’ve bought and used successfully at home list things like onions and potatoes by size rather than by measurement, your recipes will be welcomed in whatever way the ingredients are shown.
